decrease of 8421% the reason for 

this is the beginning of stability in 

industrial facilities.

● the textile industry contributed 

the highest percentage reaching 

41.9% of the total followed by the 

textile industry by 26.1% of the 

total. 
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Inventory of last year full 

production 

● The total value inventory of last 

year full reached production 5.5 

billion pounds in 2012/2013, 

compared to 6.1 billion pounds in
