The statistics show distribution of cotton lint for the period (March / May) agricultural season 2015/2016

and include the export of various countries around the world as well as local consumers cotton in the
country within the textile factories also includes amounts which have been ginning and pressing
operations.

A - The Ministry of Industry and Trade. B - Arbitration and Cotton Tests Authority.

Cotton season: Cotton is grown in March and the harvest is in September so the first quarter
of the first day of September and ends of the fourth quarter on 31 of August each year.

Distributor (exports + consumer) of domestic cotton:

The total distributor of cotton 0.7 million M.K of the binging of season (September 2015)
until the end of May 2016 compared tol1.0 million M.K in the previous season decrease of
33.2% and the amount of exports was reached a Percent of 52. 8% of the total distributor in

while the proportion of the amount consumed it amounted to 47.2%.

EXxports:

* The amount of cotton were exported during the period (March / May 2016) 145.6 thousand
M.K versus 174.3 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season, a decline of 16.5%,
valued at 198.1 million pounds compared to 153.8 million pounds for the same period of the
previous season, an increase of 28.8%.

* India was the largest importers of Egyptian cotton states where the quantity exported
amounted to 76.8 thousand M.K at a rate of 52.7% of the total quantity exported during this
period.

* The amount of cotton were exported 358.4 thousand M.K from the first season until the end
of May 2016 compared to 483.1 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season,

a decline of 25.8% and a value of 391.7 million pounds compared to 452.2 million pounds for
the same period of the previous season, a decline of 13.4%.

The consumer:

« Total amount of consumer domestic cotton to 131.1 thousand M.K during the period
(March / May 2016) compared to 163.2 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous
season, a decline of 19.7%.

» Consumption focuses during this period in a long and middle varieties, as Consumer
Reports, including 121.9 thousand M.K at a Percent age of 93.0% of the total cotton

» Most of local quantities consumed during this period of high-quality grades

(presence / Glen), reaching 61.1 thousand M.K at a Percent of 46.6% of the total cotton

consumer consumer.



* Total amount of consumer domestic cotton to 320.5 thousand M.K from the first season

until the end of May 2016 compared to 533.7 thousand M.K for the same period of the

previous season, a decline of 39.9%.

* The total consumer of cotton imported local Bamoazl during the period (March / May 2016)
118.7 thousand M.K Campared 167.3 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season,
a decline of 29.0%.

* Total consumer of cotton imported local Bamoazl totaled 359.6 thousand M.K from the

first season until the end of May 2016 compared to 450.5 thousand M.K for the same period

of the previous season, a decline of 20.2%.

Canned foods steam:

* The amount of cotton that has been composting steam 143 .0 thousand M.K during the
period (March / May 2016) compared to 502.8 thousand M.K for the same period of the
previous season, a decline of 71.6% Most of the volumes that have been composting of
Giza 86, reaching 127.3 thousand M.K by increase of 89.0%.

* The amount of cotton that has been composting 697.1 thousand M.K from the first season
until the end of May 2016 compared to 1.7 million M.K for the same period of the previous
season, a decline of 59.6% Most of the volumes that have been composting of Giza 86,

reaching 655.1 thousand M.K at a Perecehtage of 94.0% of the total cotton canned foods.

Ginned:

* The amount of cotton that has been ginned 166.9 thousand M.K during the period
(March / May 2016) compared to 593. 2 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous
season,

a decline of 71.9% and was the most resulting from the ginning quantities of high quality
ranks (God) reaching 149.7 thousand M.K at a rate of 89.7%.

* The amount of cotton that has been ginned 1.1 million M.K from the first season until the
end of May 2016 compared to 2.2 millio M.K from the same period of the previous season,
a decline of 50.1%.
