In Egypt. the periodical censuses started since 1882 in which
the population number reached 6.7 million souls. Then, the application
of the decenmal census started from 1897 census & lasted tll 1947
census as i1t was delayed until 1960.

In 1966, the first population census based on sampling was
conducted then it was followed by the Population and Housing
Censuses of 1976,1986 & finally, the Population ,Housing & Estab-
lishment Census in 1996.All these censuses used the comprehensive
enumeration system.

Nowadays , CAPMAS is preparing for conducting the 2006
Population and Housing Census .

This section includes data on population charactenstics such as
gender , mantal, work , & educational aspects , and their distribution
on governorates & places of residency (urban / rural) and age groups
un addition to the household charactenstics according to data of the
last census .

Moreover , this section includes data on the life expectancy at
birth and the total and partial rates of fertility . In addition to vital sta-
ustics data such as burths, deaths, natural increase , mamiage and di-
vorce,which their data are collected between censuses through the
Minustry of Health registers data and data on labor force at the age
of 15~ 64 classified according lo the economic activity classification
directory in AR.E. ref. no.( 96/113/30 )
