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Statistical Methodology

First: Statistical Objectives:

Statistics designed to display data on the amount of domestic production and the

movement of foreign trade (imports  exports) and available for consumption and the average

per capita of agricultural commodities in order to determine the size of the gap between

production and consumption, and the rate of self-sufficiency to reach the most appropriate

methods and tools to fill the gap.

From this year, the section (average per capita calorie, protein and fat for the most important

agricultural commodities) has been added to meet the suggestions of researchers .
