— Foreign missions:

During which student receives a degree from one of universities
abroad for a period of (3-4) years and delegation can return home
during a certain period in order to learn and carry out the

necessary field resear ch.

—  Scientific missions:

Scholarships are awarded in scientific missions in the form of
grantsto State or to sending party or a personal grant either for
training or for scientific research purpose for a period from 3

monthsto oneyear.
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Scholar - ships:

The scholarship will be sent abroad to study or to collect scientific
material for obtaining scientific degree or for the purpose of
training and acquisition of expertise. It will be financed through
foreign grantsto the state or to the sending authorities or personal
grants. The donor will determine the duration of the scholar -
ship.

Joint supervision missions:

During the course of mission, student will receive a PhD from one
of the Egyptian universities under supervision of an Egyptian
professor and a foreigner who will agree on the subject of study
and research. The duration of mission will be five years. During
which treatment of member of the foreign mission materially,
resulting in savings in study expenses and overcome the problem

of non-equivalence of some foreign degrees.

e Thetotal number of delegates abroad in scientific missions reached 560 in 2017, compared to 1021 in 2016, a decrease of 45.2%.
Of these, 25 were foreign missions, 4.5%, 60 were scientific missions by 10.7%, 435 delegates on Scholar —ships by 77.7%, 40
delegatesin joint supervision missions by 7.1% of the total number of delegates travel abroad on scientific missions.

e Thetotal number of delegatesin scientific missions for the years (2014-2017) was 3243, of whom 1,042 wer e delegates by 32.1% in
Medical Sciences Group, 697 delegates by 21.5% in Engineering Group, 735 wer e delegates by 22.7% in basic sciences Group, 390
by 12% in Human Sciences group, 379 delegates by 11.7% in Agricultural Sciences Group.

o The total number of delegates abroad in scientific missions for years (2014-2017) of European Group was 1605 by 49.5%, 894
delegates by 27.6% of American Group, 655 delegates by 20.2% of Asian(non-Arabic) Group, 66 delegates of Eucalyptus Group
by 2% , 9delegates by 0.3% of Arab countriesgroup , 14 delegates for African countries( non-Arabic) group by 0.4%.

o Parity rate was0.30in 2014, 0.40in 2015 & 2016, and reached 0.38 in 2017.

Delegates abroad in Foreign missions during the period (2014-2017):

e Thetotal number of delegatesto European States Group was 14 in 2017, compared to 51 in 2016, a decr ease of 72.5%, the number
of delegatesto American States Group reached 10 delegates in 2017, compared to 25 delegatesin 2016, a decrease of 60%, Asian
Group (non-Arabic) States has not been sent in 2017 of whom 7 delegatesin 2016, only one delegate of Eucalyptus States Group,
compared to 2in 2016, a decrease of 50%.

e Basic sciences group represented the largest number, with 8 delegates by 32% of total number of delegates in 2017. The
Humanity science group has not been sent, of whom Engineering Sciences Group represented the largest number, with 27
delegates by 31.8%, Agriculture science group represented the smallest number with 5 delegates by 5.9% of total number of
delegates in 2016, The number of European countries group came first with 154 delegates by 64.2%, followed by American
States group with 66 delegatesby 27.5% of the total number of delegatesin foreign missionsfor years (2014-2017).

e Cairo University camefirst with 34 delegates by 14.2%, followed by Helwan University with 19 delegates by 7.9% of total number
of foreign missionsfor years (2014-2017).



Delegates abroad in scientific missions during the period (2014-2017):

The total number of delegates of European States group was 36 delegatesin 2017, compared to 144 in 2016, a decrease of 75%,
the number of delegates of American States group 20 delegatesin 2017, compared to 81 in 2016, a decrease of 75.3%, the number
of delegates of Asian Group 4 delegates in 2017, compared to 49 delegates in 2016 a decrease of 91.8%. In 2017, there were no
delegates sent out to Eucalyptus countries group, compared to 5in 2016.

Medical Sciences Group represented the largest number, with 18 delegates by 30%, Engineering Science Group represented the
smallest number with 4 delegates by 6.7% of number of delegates in 2017, Medical Sciences Group represented the largest
number, with 107 delegates by 38.4%, Humanity Sciences Group represented the smallest number with 33 delegates by 11.8% of
total delegates in 2016. European countries came first with 481 delegates at 55%, followed by American countries with 212
delegates. By 24.3% of total number of delegatesin scientific missions for years (2014-2017).

University of Mansoura ranked first in number of delegates abroad with 59 delegates by 6.8%, followed by Al-Azhar University
with 58 delegates by 6.6% of total number of delegatesin scientific missions for years (2014-2017).

Delegates abroad on Scholar shipsfor the period (2014-2017):

The total number of delegates to European States was 199 delegates in 2017, compared to 151 delegates in 2016, an increase of
31.8%, the total number of delegates to American States group is 83 delegates in 2017, compared to 53 delegates in 2016, an
increase of 56.6%. The number of delegates to Asian( non-Arabic) States group is 137 delegates in 2017, compared to 115
delegatesin 2016, an increase of 19.1%, the number of delegatesto Eucalyptus States group is 12 delegatesin 2017, compared to 7
in 2016, an increase of 71.4%, the number of delegatesto Arab countries group is2 delegatesin 2017, while Arab countries didn’t
sent in 2016,Number of delegatesto African( non-Arabic)States group is2 delegatesboth in 2016 and 2017.

Engineering Sciences Group represents the largest number, with 140 delegates by 32.2%, Humanities Group represents the
smallest number with 53, by 12.2% of the total number of delegates in 2017, while Engineering Group represents the largest
number, with 121 delegates by 36.9%, Humanity Group represents the smallest number of 32 delegates by 9.8% of the total



number of delegatesin 2016. European countries ranked first with 624 delegates by 48.7%, followed by Asian countries with 344
delegates by 26.8% of thetotal number of delegatesin Scholar shipsfor years (2014-2017).

Cairo University came first with 234 delegates by 18.3%, followed by Alexandria University with 149 delegates by 11.6% of the
total number of delegates Scholar shipsfor years (2014-2017).

Delegates abroad in joint supervision missions during the period (2014-2017)

Thetotal number of delegatesto European States group was 26 delegates in 2017, compar ed to 141 delegates in 2016, a decrease
of 81.6%, the number of delegates to American States group was 6 delegates in 2017, compared to 127 delegates in 2016, a
decrease of 95.3%), the number of delegates to Asian( non-Arabic) States group was 7 delegatesin 2017 , Compared to 54
delegatesin 2016 , a decrease of 87%, the number of delegatesto Eucalyptus States group isonly one delegate in 2017, compared
to 7 delegatein 2016, a decrease of 85.7%.

Medical Sciences Group represents the largest number, with 24 delegates by 60%; Engineering Sciences Group, the smallest
number, with 2 delegates by 5% of the total humber of delegates in 2017, while medical sciences group represents the largest
number, with 201 delegates by 61.1% , Agricultural Sciences group represents smallest number of 10 delegatesby 3% of thetotal
number of delegates in 2016, American countries came first with 354 delegates by 41.8%, followed by European countries with
346 delegates by 40.9% of thetotal number of delegatesabroad in joint supervision missions for years (2014-2017).

Mansoura University came first with 102 delegates by 12%, followed by Asyut University with 95 delegates by 11.2% of the total

number of delegatesin joint supervision missionsfor years (2014-2017).

The number of delegates abroad in scientific missions according to | SCED classification of in 2017:

Natural Sciences, Mathematics and Statistics group representsthe largest number of total number of delegatesin foreign missions
in 2017 with 8 delegates by 32%, followed by Engineering, Manufacturing and Construction industries group with 7 delegates by
28% of total.

Health and wellness group represents the largest number of total number of delegates in scientific missions in 2017 with 18
delegates by 30%, followed by Natural Sciences, Mathematics and Statistics Group with 14 delegates by 23.3% of total.



o Engineering, production and construction industries represented the largest of total number of delegates abroad in Scholar ships
in 2017, with 142 delegates by 32.6%, followed by Health and Welfare Group with 82 delegates by 18.9% of total.

o Health and Welfare Group representsthe largest of total number of delegates abroad in joint supervision missionsin 2017 with 23
delegates by 57.5%, followed by Natural Sciences, Mathematics and Statistics Group with 4 delegates by 10% of thetotal.

o Practical study represents the largest of total number of delegates abroad in scientific missions in 2017 with 494 delegates by

88.2%, followed by theor etical study with 66 delegates by 11.8% of total.

e PhD. degreerepresentsthelargest of total number of delegates abroad in scientific missionsin 2017 with 405 delegates by 72.3%,

followed by Postdoctoral Resear ch with 57 delegates by 10.2% of total.
