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Introduction

Today's world is living with many variables that require developing
countries to look again at their development path. It is impossible for a country to
achieve its development requirements in a single effort without resorting to other
countries to exchange and share common benefits. These successive global
changes contain some risks and concerns.

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Bulletin Methodology

First: Bulletin purpose

The aim of the bulletin is to shed light on the volume of intra-regional trade
with international groups "which include Egypt, which does not include
Egypt", as well as the relative importance of inter-trade between different
commodity groups.

Second: Bulletin Periodicity

Issued annually.

Third: Data sources

1- Imports from Statistical Central Department in Customs Authority.

2- Exports from General Organization for Exports and Imports Control (G.O.E.I.C).
Fourth: International gatherings dealt with in the bulletin
