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Statistical Methodology

First : statistical goals

The statistics show distributionof cotton lint for the period (March / May) agricultural season 2016/2017

and include the export of various countries around the world as well as local consumers cotton in the
country within the textile factories also includes amounts which have been ginning and pressing
operations.

Second The sources of data collection:

A - The Ministry of Industry and Trade. B - Arbitration and Cotton Tests Authority.
C - cotton spinning Factories.

Third: statistical journal:

- Quarterly and divided according to the cotton growing season as follows:
The first quarter (September / November), the second quarter (December / February),

the third quarter (March/May) and the fourth quarter (June / August).

Fourth: Definitions and Concepts used:

1-Distributor of cotton:
Total source and consumer of cotton amounts during the same period.
2- Exporter:
The net amount of cotton (excluding empties weight) were shipped abroad and has their customs
procedures are calculated on the basis of FOB value.
3- Local Consumer:
Quantities of cotton by the domestic spinners disbursement of operating units, ruling out the
guantities returned without an operating them.
4- Pressed cotton:
Cotton amounts that have been composting steam for export.
5- Ginned cotton:

Hair cotton resulting from the cotton ginning cast amounts.

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General indicators

Distributor (exports + consumer) of domestic cotton

The total distributor of cotton 0.8 million M.K of the binging of season (September 20]6
until the end of May 2017 versus 0.7 million M.K in the previous season an increase by
21.7% and the amount of exports was reached a Percent of 60. 3% of the total distrtbuin

while the proportion of the amount consumed it amounted to 39.7 %

Exports:

 Total amount of cotton were exported during the period (March / May 2017) 149.7thousand
M.K versus 145.6 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season, an increase by
2.9%, valued at 402.1 million pounds versus 198.1 million pounds for the same periodtioé
previous season, an increase by 1034.

* India was the largest importers of Egyptian cotton states where the quantity exported
amountedto 75.7 thousand M.K at a rate of 50.6% of the total quantity exported during this
period.

 Total amount of cotton were exported 498.0 thousand M.K from the first season until the
end of May 2017 versus 357.8 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season,
an increase by 39.2% and a value of 1207.9 million pounds versus 378.2 million pounds for

the same period of the previous season, an increase by 219.4%.

Consumer:

e Total amount of consumer domestic cotton to 93.0 thousand M.K during the period

( March / May 2017) compared to 131.1thousand M.K for the same period of the previous
season, a decline of 29%4.

e Consumption focuses during this period in a long middle varieties, as Consumer
92.2 thousand M.K a Percent of 99% of the total consumed cotton.

e Most of local quantities consumed during this period of high-quality grades (Good),

reached 83.7 thousand M.K at a Percent of 90.0% of the total consumed cotton.



» Total amount of consumer domestic cotton to 327.6 thousand M.K from the first season
until the end of May 2017compared to 320.5 thousand M.K for the same period of the
previous season, an increadsey 2.2%.

» Total amount of imported cotton reached 54.4 thousand M.K during the gquiod
(March /' May 2017 Campared118.7 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous
season, a decline of 54%.

 Total amount of imported cotton in local spinning reached 236.6 thousand M.K from the
first season until the end of May 2017 versus 359.6 thousand M.K for the same period of the

previous season, a decline of 34%.

Spinned Cotton:

* The amount of cotton that has been spinning steam 75.8 thousand M.K during the period
(March / May 2017) versus 143.0 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season,
a decline of 47.0 % Most of the volumes that have been composting of Giza 94, reached
28.5 thousand M.K by 37.6 % of the total spinned cotton .

* The amount of cotton that has been composting 657.3 thousand M.K from the first season
until the end of May 2017 versus 697.1 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous
season, a decline of 5.7 % Most of the volumes that have been composting of Giza 86,

reaching 366.7 thousand M.K at a Percentage of 55.8 % of the total spinned cotton.

Ginned:

* The amount of cotton that has been gired 55.8 thousand M.K during the period
(March / May 2017) compared to 166.9 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous
season, a decline of 66.6 % and was the most resulting from the ginning quantities of high
guality ranks (Good) reaching 28.6 thousand M.K at a rate of 51.4% of the total ginned
cotton.

* The amount of cotton that has been gined 0.7 million M.K from the first season until the
end of May 2017 compared to 1.1 million M.K from the same period of the previous season,

a decline of 33.8%.
