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Statistical Methodology

First: Bulletin Purpose:

Purpose of this bulletin is to present movement
of telecommunications services in terms of
number of centrals, their capacity , calls,
external and local cables, telephone and
telegraph offices, revenues, expenses and labor,
their cost and breakdowns according to regions
and governorates, as well as mobile and
internet services data.

Second: Bulletin Periodical:
Bulletin is issued annually.

Third: Data Sources:

1- Data of this bulletin for fiscal year beginning
from 1st July 2016 and ending on end of June
2017 are collected on CD from Telecom Egypt
in the following areas:

A - Cairo and Giza area and serve Cairo
and Giza governorates.

B - Alexandria first region serve Mansheya
and Ramel.

C - Alexandria second region  serves
Ibrahimi ,Sidi Gaber, Glim and Ameriyah.
D - West Delta serve Behera and Matrouh
governorates.

E - Central Delta region serve Qaliubia ,
Menoufia , Dakahlia , Kafr El-Sheikh ,
Damietta and Gharibeh governorates.

F) East Delta area, serving Sharkia, Port
Said, Suez, Red Sea, Ismailia, North and
South Sinai governorates.

G — Quebly first region serve Beni Suef,
Fayoum and Menia governorates.

H - Quebly second region serve Assiut and
El-wady El Gedid governorates.

I — Quebly third region serve Sohag, Qena,
Aswan and Luxor governorates.

2- Data were also collected from Ministry of
Communications.

Fourth: Used Definitions and Concepts:

1- Central:

According to operating method:

(1) Automatic: means number of lines in the
center that serve telephone devices that work
automatically when dialing the required
number.
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(2) Wireless: (C D M A) is a wireless
communication system that is alternative to
terrestrial telephone networks that are difficult
to implement in rugged areas or areas of
limited population density and confined to
tower limits where service only. It is also
characterized by security in transfer of
information in addition to its compatibility
with other systems.

B. According to type of service:

1) Public service centers: which serve public in
return.
(2) Special service centers: which are serving
private bodies and not public:
(A) Security lines: such as lines of the
Ministry of Interior, local administration
and coastlines.
(B) Other lines: such as Railways,
Ministry of Works, Water Resources,
Petroleum Projects and so on.

2- Central Capacity:

Means maximum number of lines that can
operate with central circuit at full capacity in
case of fully operation.

3 - Ground network:

Cables (copper - fiber - connected to customers
from central switch or unit)

4- Switch:

Is a complete conversion with one or more
original lines and several sub-lines, through
which a line can connect between any sub-line
or vice versa or between sub-line and another
5- Pulses:

It is number of local calls every 3 pulses =

minutes.
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6- Characteristics:
A. Waiting feature:

Using Hold make you receive another call
during the call You can switch between the two
calls as you like.

B. Trace property

Using tracking feature, received call will follow
you wherever you go.

C. Characteristics of the tripartite conference:

With Triple Conference feature, you can make
one phone call with more than one person at
the same time. All you have to do is call the
first person and press once to get dial mood
and then call the second person.

D. Show properties caller:
This feature enables you to know the caller's

number before answering it, as well as to
identify a list of call numbers received during
your absence using phone devices provided for
this purpose or using number display device.

E. Code impedance property:
This feature allows you to prevent anyone from
using your phone to dial local calls, direct calls

or international calls only with a secret number
that you specify yourself and can be changed
from time to time.

F. Hotline:

This feature enables you to set a program to
your phone so that you can make an important
call in just five seconds in case of emergency.
Once the phone is lifted, the subscriber who
has already registered the
respond. This feature is useful for children to
contact their parents.

G. Alert feature:
This feature enables you to use your phone to

activate the alarm clock to wake up or alert
you to important appointments your
specified time. You can record these
appointments once daily or on different days.
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H. Do not disturb

Sometimes you may need some breaks when
you do not want to receive any phone calls.
With no disturbance, your phone will stop
receiving incoming calls during the period you
want, and whoever asks you will hear a voice
message (this number is connected to the no-
disturbance feature according to subscriber
request).

1. Polar Inverter:

It is a feature added to line so that it becomes
as a transmission only and is specialized in
cabins and companies, and an internal
corporate network installation feature.

7. International traffic service:

It is a major interstate line between countries
(1) Wireless: by wireless radio waves

(2) Satellite: considered the latest method of
wireless communication.

8 - Cable capacity:

It is the maximum number of lines that can be
included by a cable, whether armored or not,
sea cable or ea wax.

9- Revenues of the direct circuits of outgoing

telephone traffic:

It is value of Telecom Egypt's proceeds from
calls from Egypt to other countries.

10 - Net revenues of direct circuits of incoming
telephone traffic:

It is the net difference between:

A) Total amount payable by a country to value
of received international traffic calls because of
calls delivery.

(B) What is due to this receiving State for
international traffic calls issued by the
Company in accordance with international

agreements.
