2- Total short-term loans reach&d billion pounds in 207/2018 compared to 5.6 billion
pounds in 2016/2017, an increas862%.

3- Total medium-term loans reachéd billion pounds in 201/2018 compared to .5 billion
pounds in 2016/2017, an increas€/ 65%.



The increase in the value of short- and medium-term loans is due to an increase in livestock loans, an

expansion in the granting of business loans linked to agriculture, and loans with various deposits.

4- The total long-term loans wet&3.2 million pounds in 207/2018 compared to 446.3 million
pounds in 2016/201a decrease 0$5.5 %.

The decline in the value of long-term loans is due to a decrease in the value of loans for youth loans,

employees, international cooperation projects and consumer loans.

2- The Total annual cash wages and social insurance for employees of Credit and Agrarian Reform

million pounds in 2016/2017, ancrease of 32.%.

The increase in the annual cash wages and social insurance of the employees of the credit and
agricultural reform and village banks due to the increase in salaries of workers in village banks by

half a billion.
