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1 - Public newspapers: The current events are covered in the
24 hours before printing or for a longer period of time and
the periodicity of issuance. These newspapers are divided
into:
A - Daily: Issued daily and not less than four times a week
may be morning or evening.
B- Non-daily: Issued at least once and not more than three
times a week and issued at regular or irregular intervals
2- Periodicals: Interested in subjects of a general nature or
specialized subjects. The division of periodicals according to
the ten-year division recommended by the International
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO)
Generalities - Philosophy and Psychology - Religion -
Social Sciences - Language - Pure Sciences - Applied
Sciences - Arts - Literature - Geography and History -
Children. The periodicals are divided into:
A -Daily: Issued daily and not less than four times a week.
B- Weekly: Issued at least once or twice or three times a
week.
C - bi-monthly: issued every two or three times at most per
month.
D - Monthly: Issued monthly and not less than eight times a
year.
E - Every two months: Issued every two months and not
less than five times and not more than seven times a year
r - Quarterly: issued every three months and not more than
four times a year.
G) Semi-annual: issued every six months and not more
than three times a year.
H - Annual: Issued annually once.
T - Irregular: issued more than once at irregular intervals
during the year
3- Audio and visual broadcasting: plays an educational and
entertaining role in the broadcasting of political programs -
religious - cultural - educational - sports - economic - service
- health - social - historical - tourism - entertainment.
4- Feature Film: A film that tells the story of a narrative or
novel that may contain fictional or real events or animations.

It lasts for 60 minutes or more.
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5 - Documentary film: All recording methods on film for any
appearance of the truth is presented either by direct
imaging or reconstructed honestly and when necessary
6— Museums and Gardens: A permanent establishment
designed to preserve the exhibits from the effects of -
models - paintings - animals - birds - fish and plants for the
purpose of study and preservation of value by various
means and display to the public for education and
entertainment. Museums and gardens are divided into:

Art and History Museums - Natural and Applied Sciences
Museums - Zoos, Fish and Plants.
7 - Archaeological areas: is a temple or a cemetery or a
mosque or a church built by the ancient and characterized
by the beauty of the Egyptian artist and creative ability and
divided into: the archaeclogical sites of Islamic and Coptic
and Pharaonic.
8- Natural Reserves: is a land or water area characterized
by a clear rich natural heritage and specialized area to
protect the neighborhoods that inhabit to benefit from its
natural resources and different types of protected areas of
animal and Plant Reserves.
9 - Agricultural and industrial exhibitions: are the places to
display samples of the latest machinery and advanced
industrial equipment and agricultural products for the
purpose of advertising and marketing of exhibits.
10 - Exhibitions of Fine and Applied Arts:

A - Fine arts such as sculpture, painting and decoration.
(B) Applied arts such as ceramics, furniture and stained
glass.

11- Book: is a non-periodic publication of no less than 49
pages without cover pages.

12. Handbook: is a non-periodic publication of not less than
5 pages and not more than 48 pages without cover pages.
13. National, public and I libraries:

A - National Library: The National Library which collects
national heritage in accordance with special agreements or

laws relating to deposit.
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B - Public libraries: They contain books and
brochures on all subjects (literature, science
and arts ...) and allow citizens of different
ages to view and borrow.

C - Specialized libraries: They serve a special
category of the public and are interested in
obtaining certain types of publications in
certain branches of science

14 - University Libraries and Libraries
Libraries: They serve teachers and students
in universities, higher institutes, private and
intermediate institutes.

15 - First Edition: is the first publication to be
published on the origin of an author or
interpreter

16- Repertoire: Reprinting additional copies of
the previous edition without changing
theircontents or content.

17-_Repeated Edition with Modification: is the
edition of which the previous editions are
distinguished by amendments to its contents
or content.

18- Cultural associations: The cultural

association is a society known for practicing
cultural activities such as the Association of
Fine Arts Lovers and the Egyptian Scientific
Union
