Bulletin aimed to proved data on fish production and other marine products
are distributed according to the fishing regions, varieties and months as well as
the number of automated and non-automated Fishing units, the number of
fishermen on land and at sea and fuel used mechanism boats in the form of
statistical tables, which help to clarify the total fish production(quantity and value)
to facilitate the calculation of the national product from this activity for a calendar year.

Such Bulletin is published annually and gathered data for the financial year
beginning on the first of January until the end of December of each year

is the raising of fish and aquatic organisms under conditions of It allows
preserving the aquatic environment in fish ponds to reach the highest productivity
in the least possible time.

E- Aquaculture fish:

It is a form of fish farming, which is a pond in which fish fry are placed inside
the water suitable for living. It may be concrete or an earthen bottom. The ponds
allow controlling the water inside and outside during the stages of reproduction
and growth, and feeding the fish with them Fish farms are divided into several
types: government farms, (ownership — rent — temporary).

F- Temporary farms :

They are the farms where the soil is suitable for plant cultivation and not
suitable for fish farming because of the salinity of the soil, so The soil is washed in
order to be suitable for plant cultivation, most of the temporary farms are still
operating despite the issuance of decisions to stop them.
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3- Cooperative Association for fishermen:
They are economic and social units that aim to develop and develop aquatic
wealth in its various fields and provide grants and assistance to its members who

are fishermen.
It includes the following areas:

A - Damietta area: followed Damietta, Dakahlia and Alsharkia governorates.
B - The center of the Delta area: followed Kafr el-Sheikh, Algharbya ,Menoufia
And Qalubia governorates.

C - Red Sea area: followed Suez , the Red Sea and South Sinai governorates.

- What is meant by the word (catch of fish) is that it expresses the amount of
fish as a result of free fishing, as it is meant by the word (production) that
shows the amount of fish produced from fish farms

-There are slight differences due to automatic approximation.
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General indicators

- The amount of fish production reached 2.00 million tons in 2021 compared to 2.01million
tons in 2020, a decrease by 0.43%.

- The percentage of Farm fish production reached 78.4%, followed by Lakes by 12.8%,then
marine waters reached 4.8%, then fresh water by 3.7% then rice fields by 0.3% of the total
amount of fish production, Where Kafr El Sheikh governorate ranked first in fish
production, where the quantity of fish production amounted to 776,1 thousand tons, at
a rate of 38.8% of the total fish production, followed by Port Said governorate with
a production of 349,8 thousand tons, a rate of 17.5% of the total fish production, then
Biheira governorate with production It amounted to 210,8 thousand tons, representing
10.5% of the total fish production.

- The amount of fish production from natural fisheries (marine waters, lakes and
freshwater) reached 425.8 thousand tons in 2021 compared to 418.7 thousand tons in
2020, an increase of 1.7%.

-The amount of fish production in fish farms and rice fields reached 1.58 million tons in
2021 compared to 1.59 million tons in 2020, a decrease of 1.0 %.

- The value of fish production reached LE 66.4 billion in 2021 compared to LE 61.9 billion
in 2020, an increase of 7.2%. The value of the production of fish farms and rice fields
ranked first with 76.9% Lakes by 11.9%, marine water by 7.8% and fresh water by 3.4%
of the total value of fish production.

-Number of cooperative societies for fishers reached 101 associations in 2021 (of which
88 local associations and 13 farming associations) the same number last year.

-Fish farms area reached 301.0 thousand acres in 2021 (of which 251.5 thousand feddan
of the area of civil farms and 49.5 thousand acres of the area of governmental farms)
compared to 307.1 thousand feddan in 2020, a decrease of 2.0%.

-The number of Licensed fishing boats reached 27.0 thousand boats in 2021 (of which
3.7 thousand Automatic boats and 23.4 thousand non-Automatic boats) compared to
21.3 thousand boats in 2020, a decrease of 27.1% Number of licensed fishermen boats
reached 31.3 thousand fisherman in 2021 compared to 29.2 thousand fisherman in 2020,
an increase of 7.2%.

ton, and the shrimp production reached 833 ton.
