*Total number of licensed buses reached 130.6 thousand bus 1.7% of total vehicles
in 31/12/2014, and trips bus came in ranked first with 43.2 thousand bus by 33.1%, and schools
bus ranked last with11.5 thousand by 8.8% of total buses.

*Total number of licensed trucks reached million trucks by13.3 % of total vehiclez in 31/12/2014.
*Total number of trailers reached 71.2 thousand trailers by 0.9% of total vehicles in 31/12/2014.

* private cars came in first ranked in fuel consumption by 48.2% and in the last rank diplomatic
corps 0.1% of the total in 31/12/2014.

*Vehicles that consume gasoline ranked first by 5.4 million vehicle by 70.5 %, followed by
vehicles consume diesel with1.7 million vehicles by 21.9 %, then vehicles consume gas in
ranked third with 628.5 thousand vehicles by 8.1% of total licensed vehicles except (trailers -
attached - customs - commercial and temporary)
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
