We can note from the figure that the monthly index
recorded a remarkable increase during February to
July 2013 due to the relative stability of economic
activities-no breaks-while It dropped during July and
August 2013 duee to the haly month of Ramadan and
Eid al-Fitr (one shift), and during September monthly
index has achieved a significant Increase, followed
by a slight decrease during the month of October
2013 due to the Eid al-Adha holidays, and then rise
slightly uotil the end of the year.
