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PREFACE

The monthly index of manufacturing and
extractive 1s considered one of statistical
measurements that help to follow the
evolution of the volume of production and
knowledge of its trends in this important
part efforts of the Central Agency for
public mobilization and statistics in
preparing of records of important
economic activities for the purpose of
assessing national accounts indicators at
fixed prices and for other uses (CAPMAS)
prepared a report on the indices of the
value of production in manufacturing and
extractive of large and medium industrial

enterprises.

CAPMAS started to issue the monthly
index since February 2002 depending on
January 2002, using the monthly average
production year 2001 as a basis (2001 =
100), and as January 2005 data were taken
at the same month production year 2002 as
a basis instead of monthly average
production in 2001, with 1ncreasing
number of companies up to 401.

Beginning from January 2013, CAPMAS
issued the extractive and manufacturing
industries 1ndex and the society study
which reached 401 company using
reference year 2006/2007 for the same
month (instead of the reference year 2002)
and at the level of the main departments of
industrial activity in accordance with the
economic activity guide (ISIC Rev.4)
instead of ISIC Rev.3)) using the monthly
figure (producers prices index as well as
the 2004/2005) instead of wholesale prices
based on 86/1987.

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The monthly index of indicators for

manufacturing and extractive industries
For March 2014

The monthly index of manufacturing and extractive
industries March 2014 increased to 13.54%,
compared to the previous month (February 2014) this
decrease is due to the higher indices and values of
production for major activities.

The following figure shows the evolution of the
monthly index of manufacturing and extractive

industries from March 2013 to March 2014
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We can note from the figure that the monthly index
recorded a remarkable increase during February to
July 2013 due to the relative stability of economic
activities-no breaks-while it dropped during July and
August 2013 due to the holy month of Ramadan and
Eid al-Fitr (one shift), and during September monthly
index has achieved a significant increase, followed
by a slight decrease during the month of October
2013 due to the Eid al-Adha holidays, and then rise
slightly until the end of the year. -

Below we show the changes in production values and
indices for the major manufacturing and extractive
industries activities during March 2014 compared to
the previous month (February 2014):
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1. Activity 11 (Manufacture of beverages)

The monthly index of such activity increased to
24.8%, due to the increase demand of beverages and

juices

2. Activity 18 (Printing and reproduction of
recorded media).

The monthly index of Printing and reproduction of

recorded media rose during March 2014
approximately by 87.9% due to the increase of
demand

3. Activity 20 (Manufacture of chemicals and
chemical products).

The monthly index of this activity rose during March
2014 by 42.3% due to the increase demand of
chemicals and chemical products

4. Activity 23 (Manufacture of other non-metallic
mineral products.)

The monthly index of non-metallic mineral products
during March 2014 increased to 55.5 % due to the
increase of price and and energy sources stability.

5. Activity 28 (Manufacture of machinery and
equipment n.e.c)

The monthly index of machinery and equipment rose
during March 2014 approximately by 52.8%, due to
the increase of demand on air conditions in summer
