Location of A.R.E:

- A.R.E is located in the North-Eastern part ofiéd continent. It overlooks the South Eastern tofghe
Mediterranean Sea and the North Western coast dkéldeSea with a total area of around one milliom?X.
Egypt is an African Country, however , a part efland , Sinai peninsula , is located at Asia cramtf.

- Egypt has common borders with Libya to the westa®uto the south and Israel and Palestine (Gaig) Str
to the north east. The waterway (Suez Canal) wbirinects the Mediterranean Sea with the Red Sea runs
through the Egyptian territory separating its mlasiger African part from the smaller Asian part.

- Deserts constitute the vast majority of Egypt'sitiary. the over whelming majority of Egypt's pogtibn
live in the Delta and the Nile Valley

The Arab Republic of Egypt is divided into four main geographical divisions:

1-The Nile Valley and The Delta: Its area is around40 Thousands K .rf).

The Nile Valley extends from the Egyptian southkonders with Sudan at Wadi Halfa to the Mediterranea
Sea . It is divided into Upper Egypt region, fronadlHalfa to the South of Cairo, Lower Egypt reg(dlile
Delta), which extends from the North of Cairo te editerranean Sea The River Nile forks at the INoft
Cairo into two main branches Damietta and Raslddtween these two branches lies the Delta whithes
most fertile agricultural land in Egypt.
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2- The Western Desert: Its area is around (680 th@ands k.m 2).

It extends from the Nile Valley to the East to tlibyan Egyptian boundaries to the West, and from th
Mediterranean Sea to the North to the Egyptian Sbdandaries to the south . This Desert is divicged: i

A-Northern Division:

It consists of the coastal plain, the Northerngdatand the Great Depressions region, which insl&iwa
oasis, Quttara Depression Natroun Valley and ELaBigh oases.

B- Southern Division :
It includes El-Farafra, EL-Kharga and EL-Dakhlaesand to the far south EL-Owainat oasis.

3- The Eastern Desert : Its area is around (220 thisands k.m2)

It extends from the Nile Valley to the West, to tRed Sea, the Gulf of Suez and Suez Canal to tke Ea
From the North, the Eastern Desert is borderediyidhzala Lake on the Mediterranean Sea, and from the
south, its border Sudan. The Eastern Desert isactamized by mountains along the Red Sea with an
approximate average height between 1000, 2000 snetewve the sea level. It is considered the natural
reservoir of natural resources of Egypt, as it amstdifference mines for gold, coal and petroleusetc.

4- Sinai Peninsula: Its area is around (60 thousarsdk.m?2)

It is a triangle plateau with a base on the Mediteean Sea to the north and a head at Ras. Mohag@etbar
the south. It lies between the Gulf of Aqaba toehst and the Gulf of Suez and the Suez Canaktovést.
Sinai is divided into three main divisions.

A — The Southern Division:

It is a rugged region consisting of very high gtamountains including Catherine Mountain whiclesiso
about 2641 m above the sea level and is the highashtain in Egypt.

B — The Central Division :

It is the region of central plateaus, called ELiehThill . The vallies of this area slope graduatiwards the
Mediterranean Sea.

C — The Northern Division:

It is the area from the Mediterranean coast to thr¢hnto EL — Tieh hill to the south. It is mostlyajns
endowed with water resources resulting from the oai the southern heights and central plateaus.

CLIMATE

-Egyptian climate is affected by several geograghfactors such as, location, topography, solaratemh and
water stretches.

-Egypt's land mass lies between 22-32 latitudethénnorthern hemisphere. This means that it spaostden
latitudes leaving one quarter of its total are¢ghsSouth of Cancer Tropic.

Population Census

It is counting of all people, citizen and foreigners are alive at a certain date (the gaugiin) within certain
geographical borders (state border) The count includes collecting data on theirrafgmwognd social
characteristics

Conducting official censuses started in Egypt in the year 1882 in whialgtop number was 6.7 million
people. The decennial censuses were applied since 1897 census till 1980 cens

In 1966, the first Population and Housing Census based on sampdiagonducted. It was followed by 1976,
1986, 1996 censuses using comprehensive enumeration system.gl&thtbensus of 2006 was conducted, its
final results were issued in May 2008.

CAPMAS has prepared, processed and implemented the 14th Census ofwB@l7 executive work was

completed at the end of July 2017. The preliminary results are expected to duenaeth by the end of

September 2017. Also, The 2017 census plan included the implementaseneoél Pre-tests, that leads to
transformation to electronic census Using tablets, digital maps and spatial fiantherrapid extracting results

and achieving comprehensiveness and accuracy at stat level. The five Pretestsrwducted from 2012 to

2016, as follows

(1)First Pre-Experiment : It was conducted during November 20#&ch 2013 sample size (8,500)

households in governorates (Cairo / kalyoubia).

(2)Second Pre-Experiment: It was conducted during Novemb& 28pril 2014 sample size (37000)
households in (Gharbia / Fayoum / Ismailia).

(3)Third Pre-Experimenit was conducted duringl/08/2014 until the end of February 2015 the size of the
sample (100000) households almost in (Cairo / Giza / Behera / Menoufi&kiaSHaamietta / Beni-Suef /
Menia / Qena / Matrouh).

(4) Fourth Pre-Experimenit was conducted during7/092015 until28/12/2015 size of the sample
(approximately22000) households in Governorates (Kalyoubia / Asyout )

(5) Hfth Pre-Experimentt was Conducted3/08/2016 until 1/9/2016 size of the sample (150000)
approximately households in all Governorates, It will be use of madeehnology (Tablet) to development

fieldwork system to keepp Technological development.

Population Census 2006

Census was performed by De Facto method which means counting individuaiadé they happen to be in
it in the counting night (20/21 November 2006) no matter they are permhabitants of this place or
temporary visitors.. Census covers all individuals and families inside the gkiogtamorders of A .R . E. Also
it covers data about internal immigration

Population censuses indicate that Egypt's population doubled for the firstuimg the fifty year from 1897 till
1947 from 9.7 million people to 19 million people, and for the seédome during the thirty years from 1947 till
1976. The third doubling of population in Egypt took place from #sr $976 from 36.6 million people to 72.82
million people (inside the Republic) according to the final results of 2006lgtam census.

The final results of the population census , 2006 showed changes in tHatipopcharacteristics compared to
census , 1996, The most important as these characteristics , which will be pressreeictitm
