Concepts & Definitions

Live Births

Complete expulsion or extraction from its mother of a product of conception, irrespective of
the duration of the pregnancy, which, after such separation, breathes or shows any other
evidence of life - e.g. beating of the heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord or definite
movement of voluntary muscle.

Crude Birth Rate

Number of live births born during the year per 1000 of the Mid- Year Population.
Death

Permanent disappearance of all evidence of life at any time after the occurrence of a live
birth.

Crude Death Rate

Number of deaths during the year per 1000 population in the middle of the year

Natural Increase

Increase (or decrease) of the number of births than number of deaths of the population in a
given area and in a given period of time.
Rate of Natural Increase

Difference between the Crude Birth Rate and Crude Death Rate

Neonatal Mortality Rate
Number of neonatal dying before reaching 28 days per 1000 live births in the same
year.

Infant Mortality Rate (less than one year)

Number of infants dying before reaching one year per 1000 live births in the same
year.

Under Five Mortality Rate

Number of children dying before reaching 5 years per 1000 live births in the same
year .

Maternal Mortality Rate:

Number of maternal deaths during the year per 100,000 live births during the same year.
Sex Ratio

Ratio of the number of males to the number of females in a given population .It can be

calculated for the population, births or deaths according to the different administrative
levels.

Injury Mortality ( Causes of Deaths)

Deaths that result from non-organic causes such as road accidents ,drowning , falling ,
choking , abuse and poisoning.
