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Bulletin Introduction

I. Objectives of the Bulletin:

The bulletin goal is to determine dimension as well as
characteristics of Egyptians acquired approval for Emigration
& Egyptians obtained Emigration status to understand the
progression of Egyptians movement of various occupations as
well as scientific proficiencies (2019-2023) Likewise to
determine dimension as well as characteristics of emigrants in
2023.

The Publication likewise intends to determine dimension as
well as characteristics of Egyptians obtained another
nationality (2019-2023) as well as determine the various other
nationalities obtained by Egyptians in 2023.

1. Data Sources:

Bulletin depends upon information of Egyptians whose
obtained an Approval to Emigrate, those that left behind the
nation by means of valid channels & Egyptians whose
Obtained Emigrant Status, as well as Egyptians abroad that
have actually obtained the status of migrants based upon the
forms 348 and 349 which fulfilled through "General
Administration of Passports, emigration and Nationality" in
Ministry of Interior.

I11. Periodical of Bulletin:

The Bulletin were actually issued regularly since 1968
under the label of "Egyptians long-term migration ". The
headline of the bulletin was altered to "Egyptians whose
obtained an Approval to Emigrate " since the 2010
bulletin, as well as it was altered in 2015 to "Egyptians
whose obtained an Approval to Emigrate as well as
Egyptians whose obtained another nationality" to reveal
content of the Publication.

Coverage of the Bulletin:

The Bulletin includes Emigrants who left the country
through legal channels as well as those who are abroad and
applied for emigration status and Egyptians acquired other
nationality.
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V. Used Definitions:

1. Emigrants:

Those that left the country having actually an emigration
Approval with lawful channels according to Migration and
Treatment of Egyptians Abroad Legislation No. 111 of 1983
(Article 8).

"A permanent emigrant who has permanently made his
habitual residence outside the country by acquiring the
nationality of a foreign country or obtaining permanent
residence permission, or has resident there for a period of not
less than ten years, or has obtained permission to emigrate
from one of emigration countries determined by Ministerial
decree concerned with emigration affairs"”.

2. Original Emigrant:

Individual who sent to concerned authorities to request an
approval to emigrate abroad, discussing his prefer to go along
with participants of his household.

3. Emigrants who acquired emigrant status:

Those that left the country and settled in Diaspora country and
asked to obtain the status of an emigrant from Ministry of the
Interior.

4. Companion:
Individual who has acquired an Approval to Emigrate

abroad to follow the original emigrant.

5. Acquisition of foreign State nationality:

Egyptian legislation enables Egyptian citizens to naturalize
with an international nationality, with or without keeping
Egyptian nationality after acquiring a license provided by a
decree of Ministry of Interior. When citizen's demand not to
keep the Egyptian nationality, he will be considered to have
lost it from the day of the ministerial decree or from the day
of obtaining the foreign nationality, whichever comes later.

with 83 emigrants by 33.6%, followed by USA
with 61 emigrants by 24.7%, Then Canada with 59
migrants by 23.9% of the total number of

emigrants.

- Number of Egyptians Obtained Approval for
Emigration & Egyptians Acquired Emigration
Status of males reached 220 male emigrants by
89.1% (23 Egyptians male Obtained Approval for
Emigration by 9.3% & 197 Egyptians males
Acquired Emigration Status by 79.8%) and 27
females emigrants by 10.9% of the total number of
emigrants (11 Females Obtained Approval for
Emigration by 4.5% & 16 Females Acquired
Emigration Status by 6.5%).
