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Survey Methodology

5. Introduction

Egypt has a long experience in conducting establishment surveys. The first
establishment survey of employment, wages and hours of work was conducted in 1942, two
times during the year, in January and July. The current survey programme is conducted on
an annual basis with June as the reference period. In 2020, the design of the survey was
revised to permit the collection of data on occupational wages at the level of individual
sample employees at 4-digit code of the occupational classification. Another major revision
took place in 2022 with the introduction of new sections in the questionnaire for collection
of data on type of skills of current employees and type of skills required in current and past
vacancies as well as in expected future recruitments. In addition to the present report, the
results are published in the form of an Annual Bulletin available on paper and, also in pdf
format at the website of CAPMAS.

The purpose of this methodological annex is to describe the coverage of the 2022
survey (Section 2), its main concepts and definitions (Section 3), and the basic elements of
the sampling design (Sections 4). It also includes an assessment of the quality of the data
and explanations of the tabulation protocol (Section 5).

6. Coverage of the survey

The survey covers all active establishments within the scope of the economic census
of 2017-2018 with a few exceptions as shown in Table Al below. An establishment may be a
factory, a workshop, a store, an office, a mine, a farm, or a similar type of economic unit. An
establishment is an economic unit which exclusively or principally carries out a single type of
economic activity at a single physical location. An establishment may be an autonomous
part of an enterprise. An enterprise is a legal entity (or group of legal entities) and may
include several establishments with different economic activities in different locations.

The survey distinguishes between public sector and private sector establishments, in
line with the sectors of the 2017-2018 economic census as shown below:

It should be mentioned that the Economic Census is itself a sample stratified by
economic activity, geographical location of the establishment (governorate) and size of the
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establishment (measured in terms of number of employees). Establishments with 10 or
more employees are included in the sample on a comprehensive basis (100 percent);
establishments with 5 to 9 employees are covered on a half-sample basis (50 percent); and
establishments with 1-4 employees on a small fraction basis (5 percent). The sample of the
Economic Census also included a sample of temporarily closed establishments (10 percent).
All establishments engaged in rare activities that were defined as up to 30 establishments
were withdrawn at economic activity level within each governorate.

7. Main concepts and definitions

The main concepts and definitions of the survey are described. They include
employment, wages, hours of work, jobs and occupations, type and level of skills, vacancies,
and labour turnover.

e Employment

Employment refers to all employees engaged in the establishments within the scope
of the survey. Employees are workers employed for pay, on a formal or informal basis, who
do not hold controlling ownership of the economic unit in which they are employed.*® They
are remunerated in cash or in kind in return for time worked, or, in some cases, for each
task or piece of work done or for services provided including sales (by the piece or
commission). Payment for time worked is the typical mode of remuneration. Employees
exclude workers without a contract of employment paid only by the piece or commission; or
paid according to a commercial contract for the provision of goods or services.

Employees are disaggregated according to the nature of the contractual
arrangements for employment, the degree of permanency of the employment relationship
and the stability of the working time available to the employee, to form the following three
groups:

- Permanent employees: Employees who are engaged on an ongoing or indefinite basis.
They may be full-time or part-time workers, employed for pay, in formal or informal
jobs. Engagement “on an ongoing or indefinite basis” means that there is no specified
date or event on which employment in the economic unit will be terminated other than
any age or time for retirement that may apply in that economic unit.

- Temporary employees: Employees who are employed on a time-limited basis, generally,
for a period of three months or more. They may be full-time or part-time workers,
employed for pay, in formal or informal jobs. Employed “on a time-limited basis” means
that there is a specified date or an event, other than any age or time for retirement, on
which the employment will be terminated. In the present context, this group includes
paid apprentices, trainees, and interns with fixed-term employment arrangements.

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- Seasonal employees: Employees who are employed on a time-limited basis, generally,
for a period of less than three months. They may be full-time or part-time workers,
employed for pay, in formal or informal jobs. In the present context, employed “on a
limited basis” means there is a specified date or an event such as the end of the harvest
or completion of a construction or other project, which will lead to termination of
employment. In the present context, this group includes short-term engaged with
contracts of employment with a duration of less than three months, and casual and
intermittent employees who have no guarantee of employment for a certain number of
hours during a specified period.

Within each group of employees, distinction is made on the base of the periodicity of
receiving their payment: employees receiving payment on monthly basis; employees
receiving payment on weekly basis; and employees receiving payment on daily basis.

e Wages

Wages are part of employment-related income. In a broad sense, employment-
related income covers all payments, in cash, in kind or in services, which are received by
individuals, for themselves or in respect of their family members, as a result of their current
or former involvement in paid or self-employment jobs.'” Employment-related Income
includes income related to paid employment including earnings, profit-related pay,
employment-related social security benefits received directly from employer, or from social
security or compulsory insurance schemes or the State, as well as income related to self-
employment including gross profit (or share of profit), remuneration received by owner-
manager of corporations or quasi-corporations, and employment-related social security
benefits received. It excludes income derived from property income, annuities, gifts, etc.
and allowances paid by social security schemes or the State without regard to employment
status.

Within this framework, wage is a narrower concept, as part of income related to paid
employment. Wages or earnings is the remuneration in cash or in kind paid to employees,
as a rule at regular intervals, for time worked or work done together with remuneration for
time not worked, such as annual vacation and other paid leave or holidays. It includes direct
wages and salaries, remuneration for time not worked, bonuses and gratuities, and
payments in kind. It excludes employers’ contributions to social security and pension
schemes, as well as severance and termination pay.

Data collection in the survey is restricted to wages paid in cash. Also, wages are
measured according to the periodicity of payment: monthly wages for employees receiving
payment on monthly basis; weekly wages for employees receiving payment on weekly basis;
and daily wages for employees receiving payment on daily basis. For analytical purposes, the
weekly wages are converted at the data processing stage into monthly wages using the
factor of 52/12. The data on daily wages are converted into monthly wages using the factor
of 22 days per month.

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e Hours of work

Hours of work refer to hours paid for. Hours paid for in a paid-employment job is the
time for which payment is received by the employer (at normal or premium rates, in cash or
in kind) regardless of whether the hours were actually worked or not. It includes annual
leave, paid public holidays, paid sick leave, but excludes unpaid overtime, unpaid
educational leave, maternity leave unpaid or paid through social security systems.

Hours paid for may differ from contractual hours of work or normal hours of work of
the establishment due to various reasons such as over-time, different leave entitlements
and other working time arrangements.18 For similar reasons, hours paid for may also differ
from hours usually worked or hours actually worked, generally measured in household-
based surveys.

In line with the measurement of wages, the survey collects data on hours of work
according to the periodicity of wage payment: monthly hours of work for employees
receiving payment on monthly basis; weekly hours of work for employees receiving
payment on weekly basis; and daily hours of work for employees receiving payment on daily
basis. For analytical purposes, the weekly hours of work are converted at the data
processing stage into monthly hours of work using the factor of 52/12. Similarly, the data on
daily hours of work are converted into monthly hours of work using the factor of 22 days per
month.

e Jobs and occupations

A job is defined as a set of tasks and duties performed, or meant to be performed, by
one employed person, irrespective of the status in employment of the person.

Occupation refers to the kind of work performed in a job. The concept of occupation
is defined as a set of jobs whose main tasks and duties are characterized by a high degree of
similarity. A person may be associated with an occupation through the main job currently
held, a second job, a future job or a job previously held.*

Occupation is measured in the survey at two levels. At the level of establishments,
the data on number of employees, total wages, and total hours of work of employees in the
establishment are collected at the one-digit level of the classification of occupations, called
major groups:

1 Managers

2 Professionals

3 Technicians and Associated Professionals
4 Clerical Support Workers

At the level of employees, all data including data on employee characteristics,
wages, hours of work and skills are collected at the most detailed level (six-digit level) of the
classification of occupations.

The Egyptian classification of occupations is consistent with the International
Standard Classification of Occupations (ISCO-08). The first four-digit levels of the Egyptian
classification agree with ISCO-08. ISCO-08 has a four-digit hierarchal structure as follows:

One-digit classification: Major groups
Two-digit classification: Sub-major groups
Three-digit classification: Minor groups
Four-digit classification: Unit groups

At the most detailed level of the international classification, each unit group is made up of
several “occupations” that have a high degree of similarity in terms of skill level and skill
specialization. Unit groups are in turn arranged into minor groups, minor groups into sub-
major groups, and sub-major groups into major groups based on the concept of skill level
and on successively broader applications of the concept of skill specialization.

Given the reduced number of sample observations as one goes down the
classification hierarchy and the error-prone manual system of occupational coding, the
occupational data of the survey are tabulated based on a carefully designed protocol,
described in Section 5 below.

e Skills and level of skills

Skills are defined as the innate or learned ability to apply knowledge acquired
through experience, study, practice or instruction, and to perform tasks and duties required
by a given job.20 Distinctions are made between:

(a) Job-specific/technical skills. These are skills particular to an occupation which include
specialist knowledge needed to perform job duties; knowledge of particular products or
services produced; ability of operating specialized technical tools and machinery; and
knowledge of materials worked on or with.

(b) Basic skills. These skills such as literacy, numeracy and ICT (Information Communication
Technology) skills are considered as a prerequisite for further education and training and
for acquiring transferable and technical skills.

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(c) Transferable skills. These are skills that are relevant to a broad range of jobs and
occupations and can be easily transferred from one job to another. They include but are
not restricted to problem-solving and other cognitive skills, physical skills, language
skills, socio-emotional and personal behavioural skills.

Depending on the complexity and range of tasks and duties to be performed on the job,
different types of skills and levels of proficiency may be required for different occupations
or group of occupations.

The survey identifies eleven types of skills as follows:

12. Technical skills defined as the ability to apply knowledge, use machinery, technology,
methods, materials, tools, and instruments needed to perform job duties.

13. Literacy skills defined as the ability to understand and interpret written text and express
ideas in written form.

14. Numeracy skills defined as the ability to reason and to apply numerical concepts, e.g.,
calculations using decimals, percentages, or fractions, understanding tables and graphs,
etc.

15. Computer skills defined as the ability of using a personal computer, tablet or mobile
device for email, internet browsing; using or creating documents and/or spreadsheets;
developing software, applications, or programming, etc.

16. Foreign language skills defined as the ability to communicate in a foreign language.

17. Problem solving skills defined as the ability of thinking of solutions to problems; Spotting
and working out the cause of problems.

18. Communication and presentation skills defined as the ability of making speeches,
presentations; teaching or instructing people.

19. Team-working skills defined as the ability of cooperating and interacting with co-
workers; common planning, division, and timing of tasks; sharing information with co-
workers.

20. Customer handling skills as the ability of selling a product/service; dealing with people;
counselling, advising, or caring for customers or clients.

21. Physical skills defined as the ability of working physically for a long period (Strength);
using skill and accuracy with hands or fingers (Dexterity).

22. Other skills such as learning skills; planning and organisation skills, etc.

The computer skills are further detailed in terms of:

Setting up and protecting computer systems
Resolving computer problems

Programming computer systems

Using e-services

Using an application-specific interface
Managing or maintaining ICT systems

Using digital tools to control machinery
Browsing, searching, and filtering digital data
Managing and analysing digital data

Using computer aided design and drawing tools
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11. Using digital tools for processing sound and images
12. Using digital tools for content creation

13. Using digital tools for collaboration and productivity
14. Using word processing software

15. Using spreadsheet software

16. Using presentation software

17. Using publishing software

For the occupation of each sample employee, data are collected from the
establishment on the educational attainment and the skills level required with respect to
each of the different types of skills listed above. Separately, corresponding data are
collected on the educational attainment and the skills level of the sample employee in each
of the different types of skills. Educational attainment is coded as: 1. Literate; 2. Primary; 3.
Preparatory; 4. General/Azhar Secondary; 5. Secondary; 6. Post-secondary; 7. Tertiary; 8.
Post-graduate; and 9. No need for education.

For level of skills, four categories are provided as follows:

1. Does not need any skills
2. Basic skills

3. Intermediate skills

4. Advanced skills

No specific definitions of the four levels of skills are given. But in data processing, the level
of skills is considered as a dichotomous variable. The first two categories are grouped
together and interpreted to mean “low or no skills required”, or “doesn’t have required
skills”. Similarly, the last two categories (intermediate and advanced) are grouped together
and interpreted to mean “high or mid-level skills required”, or “has required skills”.

Finally, it should be mentioned that the skills module also collects data on the
education specialization (field of study) required for the occupation of each sample
employee as well as whether training is provided for that occupation by the establishment
and if “yes” the average training period and the financial source of the training.
Corresponding data are also collected on the education specialization (field of study) of the
employee and whether the employee has obtained training for that occupation and if “yes”
the average training period and the financial source of the training.

e Vacancies

In a broad sense, job vacancies measure the unstatisfied demand for labour. In this
sense, job vacancy is a mirror image of unemployment. While an unemployed person
reflects an unutilised supply of labour, a vacant job reflects an unsatisfied demand for
labour.?! The parallel between job vacancy and unemployment provides the base for giving
a precise definition of job vacancy in line with the three criteria of the international
standard definition of unemployment. Thus, a job position is defined as vacancy if:

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d. The position is not filled. For example, it is newly created or unoccupied or identified as
becoming vacant in the near future;

e. Active steps have been taken in a recent past to fill the position, such as advertising the
vacancy in the media or on a public notice board, or registering with a job centre or
private employment agency, or approaching, interviewing or selecting potential recruits;

f. Itis available for a suitable candidate immediately or in the near future after the
necessary recruitment procedure.

In principle, the count of vacancies includes vacancies for both full-time and part-
time positions; vacancies for both permanent and fixed-term positions; vacancies for casual
staff employed to cover temporary absences such as maternity leave, long-term sickness;
and vacancies for newly created jobs, or vacancies in positions resulting from retirement,
resignation, or promotion of the incumbent.

The count excludes: positions intentionally left vacant of temporary absent
employees who will be returning from paid or unpaid leave; vacancies due to reorganisation
within the establishment that does not become open to external applicants; unpaid or
involuntary jobs; vacancies for which a job offer has already been accepted; vacancies for
work to be undertaken by subcontractors such as consultants; and vacancies for positions
outside the country.

Vacancy data based on establishment surveys provide a more complete picture of
labour demand than the data on job vacancies obtained from administrative records of job
centers and employment services. For example, in the United Kingdom where an
establishment-based survey of job vacancies has been conducted since 2002, the
comparison of the results with administrative data from jobcentres show that the
administrative data cover less than half of total stock of job vacancies in the country.22

For each occupation that the establishment has currently vacancies or had vacancies
at mid-year (30 June), data are collected on the number of vacancies, the required level of
educational attainment and field of specialization, the level of skills required for each type
of skills. In data processing, the mid-year vacancies are used except where the data were
missing, or no mid-year vacancies were reported. In these cases, the current vacancies are
used in data processing.

The job vacancy data provide the base for a broad range of analyses. In addition to
the joint analysis of skills and vacancies, the data may be analysed by branch of economic
activity and size of establishment. The number of job vacancies may be related to the
aggregate number of employee jobs in given occupations or activities, to calculate vacancy
ratios, for example, the number of vacancies per 1000 employee jobs in manufacturing. The
movements through time may be compared to the corresponding time series on
unemployment, drawing conclusions on the relationship between the supply and demand
for labour.

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e Labour turnover

Labour turnover is the total flow of workers through the process of hirings of and
separations from establishments. Hiring may be due either to recruitment to existing but
vacant jobs, or to newly created jobs. Separations may lead either to vacancies, or to the
disappearance of existing jobs. Jobs can of course also both appear and disappear within an
establishment. For example, typists’ jobs may be disappearing at the same time as the
number of word-processing operators is increasing.23

In this framework, the total number of hirings may be interpreted as the flow of job
gains. Similarly, the total number of separations may be interpreted as the flow of job
losses. The difference between job gains and job losses gives the net change in
employment, and the sum of job gains and job losses gives the aggregate labour turnover.”*

The survey collects data on number of hirings and number of separations of the
establishment. The data are collected by occupation and refer to the past 12 months prior
to 30 June 2022. In addition, data are collected on occupations expected to have new hiring
in the next 12 months and number of employees expected to be hired in each occupation in
the next 12 months.

e Other

The full questionnaire of the survey collected still more data. It is organized in three
parts. The first part collects general data on the establishment including branch of economic
activity, existence of a commercial or industrial register, a tax ID, an accounting book, and a
union committee. The second part collects data on the characteristics of employees at the
establishment level, and then at the sample employee level including data on occupation,
wages, hours of work, and skills as well as on social security coverage by the employer,
access to paid annual leave or paid sick leave. Finally, the third part collects data on
vacancies, hirings, and separations. A specimen of the survey questionnaire is reproduced in
Annex B of the present document. The variables singled out above should permit the
measurement of employment in the informal economy in line with the latest international
standards on the subject.”

8. Sampling design

The economic census of establishments (2017-2018) served as the sampling frame of
the 2022 survey of establishments. The sampling design of the survey involved the sample

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selection of public sector establishments and the sample selection of private sector
establishments, separately, and the sub-sampling of employees within the sampled
establishments. The main elements of the sampling procedures and the calculation of the
sampling weights of establishments and employees are described below.

e Sampling frame

CAPMAS conducts an establishment census every ten years as part of its decennial
population and housing census. The latest establishment census was conducted as part of
the 2017 census of population, housing and establishments. It covered some 3 780 000
establishments in all branches of economic activity. Within this framework, a separate
Economic Census of establishments is conducted every five years based on about 325 000
private sector establishments and about 2 700 public sector enterprises. The economic
census of 2017-2018 served as the sampling frame for sample selection of the 2022
establishment survey of employment, wages, and hours of work.

The sampling frame is maintained by annual relisting of the establishments. During
relisting, eligible establishments are identified, and separated from temporary and
permanently closed establishments including those destroyed or transformed to housing
units. The eligible establishments are then stratified by governorate and size class of
establishment, measured in terms of number of employees, and branch of economic
activity.?®

In practice, the sampling frame is obtained from explicit stratification by governorate
and size class of establishments only. Stratification by branch of economic activity is
achieved implicitly by sorting the file of establishments by branch of economic activity at 4-
digit codes, within the explicit strata. The procedure is meant to avoid the allocation of the
sample into too many strata (about 36450 strata that would be formed with 27
governorates, 5 size classes of establishments, and 27 branches of economic activity at 2-
digit codes of ISIC Rev. 4). Withing the stratified and sorted sampling frame, the sample
selection is drawn separately for public sector and private sector establishments.

e Sampling of public sector establishments

All public sector enterprises are included in the sample, i.e., at the rate of 100
percent. The establishments (“branches”) of public sector enterprises with more than one
branch are however sampled up to 5 branches in addition to the head-quarter (HQ), as

indicated below:

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The procedure was adopted to obtain a sample of public sector establishments,
rather than a sample of public sector enterprises. An enterprise is a legal entity, that may be
composed of multiple establishments engaged in different economic activities. Thus, where
a public sector enterprise at a single location encompasses two or more distinct activities,
these are treated as separate establishments, if separate payroll records are available, and
the various activities are classified under different industry codes. When collecting data at
the head-quarter of a public sector enterprise, the data collected on employment, wages
and hours of work cover only the employees engaged in the head-quarter, and do not cover
employees engaged in the other “branches” of the enterprise, even if such information exist
at the head-quarter. Where separate accounting and payroll exist, data on employment,
wages and hours of work are collected directly from the records. Where separate
accounting and payroll do not exist, the same procedure used for multi-establishment
enterprises in the private sector are applied.

e Sampling of private sector establishments

The sampling frame contained 325097 private sector establishments. They were
stratified by governorate and 5 size classes according to number of employees as shown in
Table A3. Different sampling rates were used for sample selection with establishments in
smaller size classes sampled with lower sampling rates than establishments in larger size
classes. Table A3 shows the different sampling rates and the resulting number of sample
establishments by size class.

The fourth column of Table A3 on the number of establishments in the sample
reflect the data for 2019 before the COVID-19 pandemic. The data were replaced with the

actual numbers used in drawing the sample for the 2022 establishment survey after COVID-
19, shown in the last column of the table. The 2022 sample included some 66
establishments with no employees. Almost of all these establishments were non-eligible
units, either permanently closed, destroyed, transformed to a residential unit or non-eligible
for other reasons.

e Sub-sampling of employees within sample establishments
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In the 2022 survey, like in the earlier surveys of 2020 and 2021, information on
characteristics of employees was collected at the level of individual employees on a sample
basis. The sampling scheme for the selection of sample employees within establishments is
shown in the following table. The scheme was used for both private sector establishments
and public sector establishments (HQ and “branches”). The sampling design called for
drawing the sample of employees by systematic sampling from the list of employees of the
establishment sorted by occupation. In practice, however, the sample selection of
employees was performed by the establishment, and the results show that the procedure
was not followed in all cases.

It should also be mentioned that the sampling scheme shown in Table A4 is in fact a
simplified version of the scheme originally proposed which was designed such that the
number of sample employees is a non-decreasing function of the size of the establishment
with no reversal from one size class of establishments to another.?’ As it may be verified
from the table, in the simplified version, employees in establishments with 25 employees
are in fact drawn at a higher sampling rate (10/25=40%) than employees in establishments
with 24 employees (8/24=33%). Similarly, employees in establishments with 100 employees
are also drawn at a higher rate (14/100=14%) than employees in establishments with 99
employees (10/99=10.1%).

e Calculation of sample weights

Sample weights serve the purpose of extrapolating the survey data to the population
aggregates. The sample weight of an establishment indicates the number of establishments
in the population represented by that sample establishment. Similarly, the sample weight of
an employee indicates the number of employees in the population represented by that
sample employee.

In general, the sample weight attached to each sample unit is formed by three
components: the design weight reflecting the probability of selection of the sample unit
under the sampling design; an adjustment factor for taking account of non-response; and a
further adjustment to calibrate the weights for internal consistency of the results or for
consistency with aggregate controls obtained from external sources. The procedures for
calculating the sample weights of the establishments and employees within establishments
of the survey are described below for public sector and private sector, separately.

e Sample weights of public sector establishments and employees

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The design weights are calculated as the inverse of the probabilities of selection. In
the case of a public sector establishment, the probability of selection depends on the nature
of the establishment. If it is the headquarter of a public sector enterprise, or the only branch
of single-branch enterprise, the probability of selection is 1. If it is a “branch” of a multi-
establishment enterprise, the probability of selection is inversely proportional to the
number of “branches” of the public sector enterprise. The calculations may be expressed in
mathematical terms as follows,

where w;is the weight of the public sector establishment i and n; denotes the number of
branches of the public sector enterprise in which the establishment i belongs.

The design weights were then adjusted for non-response by inflating the weights by
the inverse of the response rate:

where w; is the design weight of the responding establishment i calculated earlier, and R is
the response rate of public sector establishments belonging to the same response
homogeneity group g of establishment i. A response homogeneity group (RHG) is the set of
establishments that are considered to have similar propensity to participate in the survey.28
Establishments in the same response homogeneity group are assumed to have the same
probability of response. The response homogeneity groups were constructed here in terms
of the survey strata, that is the combination of governorate and the size class of
establishments.

A similar procedure was used for the calculation of design weights of sample
employees in public sector establishments. Let j represents a sample employee in a public
establishment i. The design weight of j is the product of the sample weight of the
establishment i and the inverse of the probability of selection of the employee j in that
establishment. The design weight of employee j may be expressed as

The resulting design weights did not need further adjustment for non-response, as
the data on employees were provided by the establishment, and therefore there were no
non-response of employees. However, the design weights of employees were further
adjusted to obtain calibrated weights, that is weights producing estimates that are
consistent with known totals from the sampling frame and for ensuring consistency among
certain survey variables.

The calibration process involves the calculation of the minimum required adjustment
factor to be applied to the weights so that the resulting survey estimates ensure the desired
consistency.”® In the present context, the calibration weights were calculated to achieve
consistency of the estimates of total employment based on the employee weights and the
corresponding estimates based on the establishment weights,

e Sample weights of private sector establishments and employees

The survey design for the private sector was prescribed on the understanding that
sampling would be carried out from a sampling frame covering all existing establishments in
the country. In practice, however, sampling was carried out from the Economic Census
2017-2018, which despite its name, is in fact itself a sample drawn from the Establishment
Census 2017. This had the effect of generating extremely large sampling weights,
particularly, for small establishments, and inflating the survey estimates of the number of
employees in the private sector. It was thus decided to revise the method of calculation of
the sampling of weights of the private sector establishments and employees to attenuate, to
the extent possible, the adverse effect of the double sampling procedure.

The private sector weights were thus calculated as if the sample was drawn directly
from the Establishment Census 2017, thus by-passing the stage of sampling from the
Economic Census 2017-2018. The procedure is schematically represented below.

The post-stratification scheme was constructed on the base of three variables:
Governorate, Branch of economic activity, and Size class of establishments. Different
options were considered for specifying the governorate variable for post-stratification. The
default was all the 27 governorates of Egypt taken separately. Other options were
considered by grouping the governorates. The option that was finally retained consisted of
defining the largest governorate (Cairo) as a separate stratum and considering the
remaining governorates taken together as a second stratum.
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Similarly, different options were considered for specifying the variable branch of
economic activity for post-stratification. The default was 1-digit classification of branch of
economic activity. Another option was 2-digit classification involving more detail branches
of economic activity. The option that was finally retained was 2-digit classification of branch
of economic activity.

The size class of establishments for post-stratification was uniquely defined in terms
of the five size classes of the survey design, namely, Private sector establishments with 1-4
employees; 5-9 employees; 10-19 employees; 20-99 employees; and 100+ employees.

The post-stratification procedure implicitly takes account for non-response.
Therefore, the private sector weights were not further adjusted for non-response. However,

the weights were calibrated for internal consistency of employment by gender. The survey
data showed that there were disproportionally fewer female employees relative to male employees
in the overall sample. To correct for the underrepresentation of female employees, the employee
weights were calibrated at the national level to the estimates of the total number of male and
female employees reported by the sample establishments as shown below,
