CAPMAS publishes this bulletin for the first time
beginning from September 2007 with base period
(2004/2005) for helping researchers and the stakeholders in
this field.

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1- General :
The first series of producer price
index, is issued using (2004 / 2005)
a8 a base period to replace the
wholesale price index  based
(1999/2000) from September 2007.

It is the basic prices received by
domestic producers of goods and
services, at the production place.

4- Base period prices:
The average prices of the fiscal year
(2004/2005) 1s used as a base penod
for current series of producer price

index,

S- System of weights :

The averages of the two years
(200272003 ,  2003/2004)  for
agriculture, industrial and services
production values are taken as weights
for the present series in order to avoid
big and sudden changes which occur
in  production of some eCONOmMIC
activities if one year is selected.
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6- Scope :
All production areas are represented in
constructing of the present index of
producer price without restriction to

certain geographic zoon,

7- List of products :

(@) In constructing the producer price
index, the most frequently selling
types of commodities were selected
to represent the economic activities
of actual domestic supply.

(b The list of products includes eight
sections as stated in the standard
industrial classification (1.5.1.C)
published 2006 to be consistent with
the system of national accounts
classification S.N.A1993

(c) Number of commoditics and
services in the producer price index
is 785 commaodities.

8- Classification :

e Commodities and services frame of
producer price index have been
classified according 1o economic
activity classification which 1S
Arabic translation of international
standard industrial classification in
addition to extra two digits for local
use (1.S.1.C ver.4) published in 2006

divisions and 116 groups as follows:
