1- Net Agriculture income reached 256.0 billion L.E 2015/2016 versus
2249 billion L.E 2014/2015 an increase of 13.8%, which represents
9.6% of GDP, which worth 2673.3 Billion L.E.

2— Agricultural production value reached 363.9 billion L.E 2015/2016 versus
319.5 billion L.E in 2014/2015, an increase of 13.6%.

3- Plant Production ratio reached 54.3% of the total value of agricultural
production 2015/2016 by 197.6 billion L.E versus 176.7 billion L. E
2014/2015, an increase of 11.8%.

4— Animal production ratio reached 36.7% of the total value of agricultural
production 2015/2016 by 133 .9 billion L.E versus 119.3 billion L E
2014/2015, an increase of 12.3%.

5 —Fish production ratio represents 8.9% of the total value of agricultural
production in 2015/2016 by 32.3 billion L E versus 23.4 billion L .E
2014/2015, an increase of 38.0%.

6— Agricultural production inputs ratio represents 29.6% of the total
value of agricultural production 2015/2016 by 107.9 billion L.E versus
94 .6 billion L.E 2014/2015, an increase of 14.0%.

7—- Net agricultur income of greenhouses production, 302.3 million L.E
2015/2016 versus 102.0 million L.E 2014/2015, a decrease of 196.4%.
