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Introduction to the Bulletin 5 »&ill 4atia

First -Objectives of the Bulletin:

The objective of the Bulletin is to identify size and
characteristics of Egyptians who have obtained approval
for legal migration and to know the development of
Egyptians migration of different professions and scientific
competencies during the period (2013-2017) Also to
identify size and characteristics of migrants in 2017.

The Bulletin also aims to identify size and
characteristics of Egyptians who acquired nationality of a
foreign country during the period (2013-2017) and
identify the other nationalities acquired by Egyptians
during 2017.

Second -Data Sources:

The Bulletin are based on immigrants’ data who have
acquired immigrants’ abroad features, on two forms
n0.348 and 349, which are received from the Department
of Passports, Immigration and Nationality - Ministry of
the Interior.

Third - Periodical Bulletin:

The Bulletin were issued periodically from 1968 under
the name of “Egyptians permanent migration “. The title
of the bulletin has been changed to "Egyptians who have
obtained approval for emigration abroad" starting from the
2010 bulletin, and it has been changed in 2015 to
"Egyptians who have obtained permission to emigrate
abroad and Egyptians who have other citizenship” in order
to express content of the Bulletin

Forth - Coverage of the Bulletin:

The Bulletin includes migrants who left the country
through legal channels as well as those who are abroad
and applied for immigration and Egyptians with other
nationalities.
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V . Used Definitions:
1. Migrants:

Those who left the country have an immigration license
through legal channels according to Migration and Care of
Egyptians Abroad Law No. 111 of 1983 (Article 8). "A
permanent immigrant who has permanently made his
habitual residence outside the country by acquiring the
nationality of a foreign country or obtaining permanent
residence permission. Or has resident there for a period of
not less than ten years, or has obtained permission to
immigrate from one of immigration countries determined
by Ministerial decree concerned with immigration
affairs".

2. Original Immigrant:
Is individual who submitted to concerned authorities

to apply for a license to emigrate abroad, explaining his
desire to accompany members of his family.

3. Immigrants who acquired immigrant features:
Are those who left the country without an immigration
license and then acquired the status of immigrant in

Diaspora country.
4. Companion:

Is the individual who has obtained a license to emigrate
abroad following the original immigrant.

5. Acquisition of foreign State nationality:
Every permanent Egyptian immigrant who has
permanently established his permanent residence outside

the country shall acquire the nationality of a foreign
country while retaining Egyptian citizenship and shall
prove this right to his wife and minor children who
immigrate with him or not to retaining Egyptian
nationality.
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6. Main scientific groups:
A. Medical Sciences:
Qualifications include (Human Medicine Dentistry

Pharmacy Veterinary Nursing Physical Therapy).

B. Engineering Sciences:
Includes Bachelor of Engineering .

C. Agriculture Sciences:

Including those with a Bachelor of Agriculture.

D. Basic Sciences:

Includes Bachelor of Science

E. Human Sciences:
Including those with higher qualifications other than

those mentioned (trade, Law, education, literature, etc.)

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General indicators

I. Evolution in number of immigrants who acquired

migrants feature during the period (2013-2017):

The number of immigrants who acquired immigrant
feature during such period was lower than in 2014, with a
total of 348 migrants in 2017 (96 immigrants and 252
immigrants), compared to 367 in 2016, a decrease of
5.2%.

Il. Total number of immigrants who acquired
immigrant featurs in 2017:

- The total number of migrants who acquired immigrant
status reached 348 in 2017 (311 of whom were originally
immigrants, 89.4%, 37% by 10.6%).

- Italy is ranked first in terms of the number of immigrants
who have acquired immigrant features, with 154
immigrants by 44.3% of the total, followed by Canada
with 100 immigrants by 28.7%, and the United States
with 76 migrants, 21.8% of the total.

- Number of immigrants who have acquired immigrant
features of male 312 immigrants by 89.7%, females 36

immigrants by 10.3% of the total

- The number of immigrants who acquired immigrant
features of Muslims 215 immigrants by 61.8%, Christians
133 immigrants by 38.2% of the total.

- The age group (40-44 years) came first in terms of the

number of immigrants who acquired immigrant features,

where it reached 77 migrants by 22.1% of the total.

- Married couples category occupied the largest share of
number of immigrants who acquired immigrant, with 270
migrants features, 85.4% of total migrants at marriage

age (18 years and over for males and female
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- The number of immigrants who did not work, such as
housewives, graduates and full-time students, accounted
for the largest share of emigrants. The number of
migrants who acquired the status of emigrants reached
189 with 54.5%, followed by private sector workers with
139% Work (6 years and more).

- The category of specialists (scientific professionals)
have the largest share, reaching 107 immigrants by
32.9% of total number of immigrants who have acquired

immigrants features (15 years and more).

- Immigrants with university degree ranked first in terms
of number of immigrants who acquired immigrant
features as 166 immigrants, 49.7% of total immigrants of

education age (10 years and over).

I1l: Total number of Egyptians who acquired foreign
nationalities in 2017:

- Number of Egyptians who acquired foreign nationalities
reached 2331 Egyptians in 2017, compared to 2241
Egyptians in 2016 an increase of 4%. (1201 Egyptians
obtained naturalization permission while retaining the
Egyptian citizenship at a rate of 51.5% and 1130
Egyptians who obtained naturalization permission while

not retaining the Egyptian nationality (48.5%) of the total.
