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Statistic Methodology

First: Statistical objectives

1- The statistical objective of this bulletin is to estimate
number of employees and average weekly cash wages in
pounds according to the gender and economic activity of
the establishments, geographical distribution and
professional classification.

2- Estimation of average number of weekly working hours
per person according to gender and economic activity of
establishments and geographical distribution and
professional classification.

Second: Historical development of the bulletin

1 — This bulletin issued in Egypt since 1942, where the first
bulletin was conducted annually in two rounds (January,
July) , then such bulletin was prepared periodically in annual
basis till now.

2- The form used in this bulletin was developed as the
employees data have been collected according to gender
(male / female). Also, cash wages categories in the second
and third tables have been amended since 2006.

3 — Educational status as well as payment period of the
second table forms was added to the form of the private
sector table in 2014.

4 - A single form for the public / public business and the
private sectors was prepared in 2017.

Third: Statistical periodicity

1 - This bulletin is prepared annually (Gregorian year).

2 - The time period was changed from 2010 bulletin to the
first week of July instead of the first week of October.

3- The time period for collecting data was changed from the

first week of July to June since 2016 bulletin .
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Fourth: The bulletin framework

1. The bulletin includes all 2631 establishments in public / public
business sector in 2020, with a response rate of 82 % of the total
frame size .

2-Private sector establishments

- (100 workers and more) were 1716 establishments representing
100% of the total establishments

- (25-99) workers were 1215 establishments representing 20% of
the total frame size that are 6077 establishments

-(10-24) workers were 928 establishments representing 0.05% of
the total frame size that are 18564 establishments

- (less than 10 workers) were 1096 establishments representing

0.26% of The total frame size that are 274516 establishments
- Establishment Employees according to gender , occupation, job

Fifth: Definitions and Terms

1- Counting Unit:

Is the establishment in which any type of economic activity is carried
out and includes:

A- All public sector / public business sector establishments,
whatever the number of its employee.

B- Private sector establishments

2. Establishment Employees:

That have an association with the employer in which the employer
undertakes to pay wage while employees undertake to work for him
in the establishment. The definition does not include the following:
A) Those paid in cash but are absent for any reason during all
period of payment ,therefore have not been paid for;

B) Those who work without monetary wage even if they receive in
kind wages.

C) Those in military service, even if the establishment paid them in
full or in part.

D) Those who are nominated and hired to another establishment
during the period.

E) Industrial students of vocational training institutes as long as they
are still in training stage and have not been permanently employed
in the establishment even if they were paid either in cash or in kind

F) Part-time employees who receive remuneration for their work,
such as doctors and accountants , teachers....... and they work at
the same time in more than one establishment .
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Fifth: Definitions and Terms

3- Total paid working hours

Is the actual number of working hours for which
workers are paid in cash in addition to paid hours on
weekends, national holidays (either original or extra
hours).

4-Total cash wages:

Total cash wages for payment period before any
deductions, including basic wage, additional, bonuses,
allowances, grants, in kind benefits and other
periodical benefits such as commissions and periodical
production bonuses.
