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Methodology

V- General :

The first series of producer price
index, is issued using (Y++€ / Y++9)
as a base period to replace the
wholesale  price  index  based
(Y433/Y+++) from September Y« + V.

Y -Purposes of (PPI):

a. PPI measure changes in the prices
received by domestic producers of
goods and services;

b. Short-term indicator of inflationary
trends;

c. National accounts deflators;

d. Required by several international
organizations such as IMF, and ECB
for economic monitoring and
comparison;

e. Economic analytical tool for
businesses and researchers.

Y- Producer Price:

It is the basic prices received by
domestic producers of goods and
services, at the production place.

- Base period prices:

The average prices of the fiscal year
(Y++£€/Y++2) is used as a base period
for current series of producer price
index.

°- System of weights :

The averages of the two years

(Yo X/Youy YouY/Yeet)  for
agriculture, industrial and services
production values are taken as weights
for the present series in order to avoid
big and sudden changes which occur
in production of some economic
activities if one year is selected.
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1- Scope :

All production areas are represented in
constructing of the present index of
producer price without restriction to
certain geographic zoon.

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4- Computation:

e The PPI is constructed in hierarchical
manner. The index is first calculated
at the - digit level of ISIC Rev. IV.
Indices at higher level divisions are
then derived as a weighted average
of the products falling within each
division. Finally, the overall index is
obtained as a weighted average of
each activity.

eThe formula for the calculation of
Egypt’s Producer Price Index PPI is
the modified Laspeyres formula.
This Computation is Based on the
short term basis, thus each month’s
price is compared to the previous
month’s price.

e The PPI is not compiled according to
a true laspeyres index because the
period for the weight reference
period , which was based on the
average of data collected in
YooX/YeuX¥ and YeoY/Veot of all
production sectors surveys is not the
same as that of the price reference
period (Y++£/Y++2) The formula is
as follows:
