The index of industrial production is used in the short term, by the
businessmen as a factor in their daily decisions and by the
government in monitoring and tracking the economic performance.
While in the long term, it has extreme importance in the analysis of
the economic system behavior and choosing the best economic
policies.

Therefore, the Central Agency for Public Mobilization and Statistics
compiles the monthly newsletter for the index of manufacturing and
extractive according to ISIC Rev.4. This bulletin has been issued for
the first time in January 2014 with base year (2006/2007=100), for
researchers and those who interested in this field, we hope to
achieve the desired goals from the newsletter.

The monthly index of manufacturing
and extractive industries

January 2016

The monthly index of manufacturing and extractive
industries January 2016 decreased by 6.8%,
compared to the previous month December 2015,
such decrease is due to the high indices and values
of production for major activities.

The following figure shows the evolution of the
monthly index of manufacturing and extractive
industries from Jan. 2015 to Jan. 2016.
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From the figure, note that the monthly index ups
and downs during the period(Jan. 2015- Jan. 2016)
achieve the lowest level during June 2015 because of
the holy month of Ramadan and the holiday of Eid
al-Fitr (working one shift). And achieve the highest
level during November 2015 reach to (129.83) then
registered a slight rise during months August and
September 2015 because of increased demand for
products (Air conditioners, home appliances and
motor vehicles) and the stability of power supply to
factories of cement, brick and glass.
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Below we will show the changes in indices for
the major manufacturing and extractive
industrial activities during January 2016
compared to the previous month,

December 2015:-

A decrease at the level of the following economic activities:

Activity 13

(Manufacture of textiles) :-
Total index for manufacture of textiles
reached 90.20 during Jan. 2016 compared
to 94.77 during Dec. 2015, a decrease of
48% due to non-availability of raw
material and labor strikes.

Activity 29
(Manufacture of motor vehicles,
trailers and semi-trailers):
Total index for manufacture of motor
vehicles, trailers and semi-trailers
reached 210.06 during Jan. 2016
compared to 256.30 during Dec. 2015, a
decrease of 18.0% due to pause for 2
factory and a decline in factory
production as a result of the
unavailability of the dollar.

(Manufacture of chemicals and chemical
products)

Total index for manufacture of chemicals
and chemical products reached 127.04
during Jan. 2016 compared to 117.05
during Dec. 2015, an increase of 8.5 % due
to the increase in the production industry
of fertilizer for the summer season of
agricultural.

(Manufacture of computer, electronic and

optical products):
Total index for other manufacture of
computer, electronic and optical products
reached 99.60 during Jan. 2016 compared
to 81.49 during Dec. 2015, an increase of
22.2 % according to contracts with the
government, some factories for the
production of high-tech devices.

During 2013, 2014 and 2015, the monthly
index of manufacturing and extractive
passed many developments that have been
connected with seasonal changes of some
activities in additional to economic and
political conditions that occurred during
that period.
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Overall, the average general index drop to
116.55 during 2015 compared with 127.17
during 2014 decreased by 8.3%.

During January of every year index passes a
period of decline followed by rise in February
due to the beginning of a new year for the
private sector and unlock year in December for
total months settlement.

During August 2013, July 2014 ,June and
July 2015 index dropped as a result of
Ramadan as well as Eid holiday and factories
working one shift.

Then it joined incensement in November and
December 2015 compared to the same months
in 2014 as a result of increased production
lines in some of the activities besides,
increased demand and productive variety in
other activities and some factories resume
working with full capacity with the stability of
power supply at the end of 2015.

Year 2015

Since the beginning of 2015, the industry was
one of unstable the economical conditions due
to lack of foreign currency provided by the
central bank and conflicting decisions in an
attempt to protect the banking market on the
black market for his work.

The index achieved the greatest level of
decline during June2015, reaching 105.5 due
to operating decline of the non-availability of
inventory in manufacture of tobacco and low
demand and lack of availability of raw
materials in manufacture of fabricated metal
products, except (machinery and equipment)
and the holy month of Ramadan.
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Then came back to rise gradually until
November 2015, for various reasons, including
increasing the volume of contracts for export
of wearing apparel and office tools, increasing
the supply of energy for cement factories rate,
increased demand for porcelain and ceramic
products, increase manufacturing metro
carriages and rail cars, medicines industry, the
winter season and medicine liver disease.

Followed by a decline in December 2015 due
to low supply of wheat rate to Mills, as well as
crude oil to refining of food oils labs and lower
production rate for rail carriages and metro.
