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Statistical Methodology

First: the objectives:

Newsletter aimed to inventory the fish production and other marine
products are distributed according to the fishing regions, varieties and months as
well as the number of automated and non-automated Fishing units , the number of
fishermen on land and at sea and fuel used mechanism boats.

Second: newsletter periodicity:

Such Bulletin is published annually and gathered data for the financial year
beginning on the first of January until the end of December of each year.

Third: The sources of data collection:

1 - The Ministry of Agriculture and Land Reclamation: General Authority for
Fish Resources Development with respect to fish.

2 - General Petroleum Corporation: With respect to the fuel used in fishing
boats.

Fourth: Method of statement collection:

The data collected by the General Authority for the Development of Fish
Resources in the comprehensive inventory, which is based on statements
released by fish traders in their knowledge of quantities and types of fish
received for their rings daily basis or on the lists released by the inventory
workers in official rings for the sale of fish located in fishing areas, this method
leads to a lack of coverage Due to the existence of some cases that are not
recorded as a result of individual consumption by the fishermen themselves.
The General Authority for the Development of Fisheries has identified this
deficit (leakage)as equivalent to10% of the total registrar.

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General indicators

- The amount of fish production reached 1.71 million tons in 2016
compared to 1.52 million tons in 2015, an increase by 12.3% due to the
increased amount of farm production fish and rice fields, where its
production come in the first place, and its percentage reached 80.3%,
followed by Lakes by 9.3%,then marine waters reached 6.1%, then fresh
water by 4.3% of the total amount of fish production.

- The amount of fish production from natural fisheries (marine waters,
lakes and freshwater) reached 335.61 thousand tons in 2016 compared
to 344.11 thousand tons in 2015, a decrease of 2.5%.

-The amount of fish production in fish farms and rice fields reached
1370.66 thousand tons in 2016 compared to 1174.83 thousand tons in
2015, an increase of 16.7 %.

- The value of fish production reached LE 32.31 billion in 2016 compared to
LE 23.41 billion in 2015, an increase of 38.0% due to the increase in
production and prices. The value of the production of fish farms and rice
fields ranked first with 77.8% Lakes by 9.5%, marine water by 8.4% and
fresh water by 4.2% of the total value of fish production.

-Number of cooperative societies for fishers reached 101 associations in
2016(of which 89 local associations and 12 farming associations)
compared to 99 associations in 2015, an increase of 2.0%.

-Fish farms area reached 320.80 thousand acres in 2016 (of which
295.91 thousand feddan of the area of civil farms and 24.89 thousand
acres of the area of governmental farms) compared to 310.35
thousand feddan in 2015 an Increase of 3.4%.

-The number of Licensed fishing boats reached 29.34 thousand boats in
2016 (of which 4.96 thousand Automatic boats and 24.38 thousand
non-Automatic boats) compared to 30.84 thousand boats in 2015, a
decrease of 4.9% Number of licensed fishermen boats reached 30.79
thousand fisherman in 2016 compared to 35.94 thousand fisherman in
2015, a decrease of 14.3 % due to a decrease in the number of licenses
issued to fishermen and its renewal.
