The anticle no. (6) of the presidential decree no. (2915) of 1564 concerning
establishing the Ceritral. Agency foc Public Mobilization and Statistics
{CAPMAS) states. that CA PMAS Uindertakes the  conduct of the state’s required
statistics and cepsuies, disseminate their tesults and determining the autherities
and agencies 1o conduct statistics and censuses through achieving the full
co-ordination;  between the statistical agencies and the statistical processes,

Article no.: (10)-of this decree stues that it is prehibited for any aathority.
ministry, agency Or any person in the government, public or business povate
sectoc to disseminate any publication, data or  resuits by any publishing mean
or any muss medis except through CAPMAS® matistics. Tt is prohibited 1o
dissemninate the stutistics are excieded from CAPMAS programes with out
CAPMAS: approval.

The aaicle no. (1) of law no. (35) of 1960 ccmccrning statistics and census
states that the conduct of the staiistics and  censuses reguired by the state is
based on the resoluion of a technical authority ﬁ:&ﬁm& which under takes
determining the activities have o be conducted. their timeliness and metheds and
disserinating their resalss, as well as determining the authorities or agencies to
conduct these  statistics and censuses through achieving the fell co-ordination
between the statistical ugencies.

Also. CAPMAS President decrees no. 33,231 of 1968 staied that it is
prohibited for any. authority in the govemmental, public or private sector . to
conduct any statistics censuses, questionnauires except through =z written approval
com CAPMAS.

CAPMAS undertakes iis main role of implementing iaws and resalutions’
provisions concerning the exchange and disseinination of informuation in the state

Since 1964, CAPMAS successfully undertuke this impeniant role through
providing data and information o 2l the siate’s agencies wheiher in the
