Location of A.R.E :

- A.R.E s located in the North-Eastern part of Africa continent. It overlooks
the South Eastern coast of the Mediterranean Sea and the North Westel
coast of the Red Sea with a total area of around one million Km Egypt is
an African Country, however , a part of its land , Sinai peninsula , is
located at Asia continent.

- Egypt has common borders with Libya to the west, Sudan to the south an
Israel and Palestine (Gaza Strip) to the north east. The waterway (Sue
Canal) which connects the Mediterranean Sea with the Red Sea rur
through the Egyptian territory separating its much Larger African part
from the smaller Asian part.

- Deserts constitute the vast majority of Egypt's territory. the over whelming
majority of Egypt's population live in the Delta and the Nile Valley

The Arab Republic of Egypt is divided into four main geographical divisions :

1-The Nile Valley and Delta : Its area is around (40 Thousands K .th

The Nile Valley extends from the southern borders with Sudan at Wadi Halfe
to the Mediterranean Sea . It is divided into Upper Egypt region, from Wadi
Halfa to the South of Cairo, Lower Egypt region ( Nile Delta), which extend:s
from the North of Cairo to the Mediterranean Sea The River Nile forks at the
North of Cairo into two main branches Damietta and Rashid . Between thes
two branches lies the Delta which is the most fertile agricultural land in Egypt.

2- The Western Desert : Its area is around (680 thousands k.m 2).

This section includes the data of vital statistics that include births & deaths in
addition to marriage and divorce statistics.

First — Births & Deaths

1- Data Sources

- The health offices by governorates following to Ministry of Health &
Population.

- Civil registration offices in Kisms & Marakez by governorates following to
Civil Registration Authority.

2— Means of data Collection :

- According to the law , the childbirth is notified during 15 days from the
occurrence date to the health office or to any health authority defined by the
Minister of Health&Population resolution in the places where there are no
health offices . Also , Article no. 29 from law no. 158 for the year 198
concerning the notification of death events which must be notified within 2
hours from the death occurrence on a form prepared for this purpose.

- Civil registration offices in Kisms and marakez undertake sending births and
deaths notifications during three days of their receipt date from the
determined health office to the civil status directorates in the concerne:
governorates.

The statistical notification are collected from all the governorates civil status
directorates and send to the statistics division at the Civil Status Authority in
Cairo where the notification coverage and serial number of the registere:
cases are revised by CAPMAS ( The Central Administration of Demographic
&Services Statistics ) to be revised again and registered in the concern
department .

3 — Some Definitions :

- Neonatal Birth Deaths (Less than one month): mean the children who died ¢
the age less 28 days.

- Infant Deaths: mean the children who died at the age less than one year.

CAPMAS has an essential role in the collectionassessment analysis anc
dissemination of manpower and labor force data from many sources such
population censuses , demographic researches, statistics & various studies. 1
most important researches & statistics conducted periodically are :

1- Labor Force Sample survey

This survey was conducted for the first time in Egypt on November 1957, an
continued periodically, until it is finally settled as a quarterly issued since 2007
Starting from January 2008 has been development the methodology that used
collect data to be representative of the study reality during the research period, b
dividing the sample for each governorate into (5) parts and fulfilment each part
separately by periodicity at the middle of the month during three months (in the
middle and end of the month) . It measures the manpower and the civilian labc
force and provides data on employment and unemployment adding to thei
characteristics such as geographical, gender and age distribution.

Labor Force Definition:

All the individuals which their ages range are from 15 years old (the minimurnr
age of employment according to the Egyptian labor law) to 65 years old (th
retirement age) whether they are actually taking part by their physical or mental
efforts in an activity related to the production of commodities and service:
(Employed) They are 15 years or more or the individuals who are able to perfor
such activity ,desire and seeking for work but can't find it (unemployed). Starting
from year 2008 data is for population 15 years old and more.

2- Workers in Governmental, Public & public business Sector Bulletin:

This issue of statistic dated in 1941 and since then go through sevel
development, Finally, it has become annually issued since 1978 Currently, da
obtained, with respect to governmental workers, from the Central Agency for
Organization & Management. While data of public and public business sector fromn
the records of personal files of public & public business sector units It aimst
provide statistical data on the numbers of civilian workers in both the
governmental, public and public business sector, according to their variou
characteristics.
