24.6% decrease in the number
of car accidents in 2017

Central Agency for Public Mobilization and Statistics (CAPMAS) issued
today (2018) the Bulletin of Car and Train Accidents in 2017. The most
important indicators were the following:

Car accidents :

The total number of car road accidents in 2017 decreased to 11098 , compared
to 14710 accidents in 2016 by 24.6%, resulting in 3747 deaths, 13998 injured and
17201 damaged vehicles. The reason for this is in the national road network
project .

According to months level in 2017 the largest humber of accidents were in
January, where it reached 1069 accidents by 9.6% and the lowest number in
December, where it reached 778 accidents, 7.0% of total accidents in
Governorates and highways.

The main cause of accidents was human factor at 78.9% followed by vehicle ( car
technical condition) by 14.0% and the lowest number were environmental
component (road condition) by 2.0% of total accidents in 2017.

Number of deaths by accidents dropped to 3747 deaths in 2017, compared

to 5343 deaths in 2016, a decrease of 29.9%. The number of injured
persons deceased t013998 in 2017, compared to 18646 in 2016, a decline

of 24.9%.

The rate of severity of accidents (deaths per 100 Injured) decreased to

26.8 deaths in 2017, while 28.7 deaths in 2016.

Death rate (Dead per day) decreased to 10.3 in 2017, while 14.6 deaths

in 2016 .




The rate of injured (Injured per day) declined to 38.4 in 2017, while 51.1 Injured
in 2016.

Number of road accident death in the age categories (25-44) decreased to 282

deaths in 2017 compared to 354 death in 2016, a decrease of 20.3%.

Accident rate is attributable to road lengths at governorates and highways,

with 6.3 accident / 100 km in 2017.

Train accidents:

* The number of train accidents increased to 1793 accidents in 2017, compared
to 1249 accidents in 2016 by 43.6%.
The largest number of train accidents occurred at lower Egypt (Delta) 1134
accidents with a rate of 63.3% and the lowest number in the central region 221
by 12.3% of the total area-level accidents in 2017.
The largest number of train accidents was the collision of vehicles at
gates (Slums), which reached 1435 cases By 80.0% of total number of

train accidents in 2017.
