Introduction

Bulletin Objectives:

The Annual Bulletin of Work Injuries aims at
providing data on number of work injuries in
governmental, public /public business , private
sectors, (50 workers and more), investment in order
to identify the following:
1 - Size of work injuries in establishments
according to governorates and gender.

2 - Study distribution of injuries according to
sector, gender and some other characteristics such as
age groups, as result of injury,
How to be infected, how to get infected,

injured or, main sections of organ ,
economic activity, main economic activity
sections.

3. Preparation of a set of indicators on cases of work

injuries:

A - General infection rate according to governorates.
B - Frequency and infection severity rate according to
governorates.
C) Frequency and injury severity rate according to

economic activity.

D) Injury rate according to economic activity.
E- rate of fatal injuries and non fatal injuries .

(f) Average absence days according to governorates.

g) Average absence days according to sector.

h - Average absence days according to economic
activity.

i. Average absence days according to main occupation
divisions

I1. Bulletin Historical Development:

1 — Start of bulletin dates since 1978 and was
limited to public / public business sector
establishments.

2. In 2004 were added establishments (50 workers
or more) due to permanent private business sectors.

3. In 2008, governmental sector facilities were

added because of their importance in

comparisons with other sectors Bulletin
representing all sectors of the State.
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4. In 2016, it was agreed with Ministry of Manpower on
data collection phase through the Ministry.

5. Rates and indicators included in the Bulletin were
calculated according to decent work rates issued in

September 2013(International Labor Organization) ILO.

III. Sources and methods of data collection:

Statistical data shall be collected by Ministry of
Manpower by companies and establishments that provide
it to labor force offices and directorates at the Republic
level according to the models and timings determined by
law, whether in hard copies or on various computer
programs.

Data are collected every six months according to
Ministerial Resolution No. (126) for the year 2003 and
Article (228) of Labor Law No. (12) for 2003 and then

are compiled in the form of an annual bulletin.

IV. Framework and Inclusion:

- Total number of establishments reached 8685
establishments annually distributed as follows:
Governmental sector was 1709 establishments with
19.7%, public / public business sector, 2062
establishments by 23.7%, private sector 4675
establishments by 53.8 %, and investment sector 239

establishments by 2.8%.
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V: Definitions:

1-Work injuries: means those injuries that occur
as a result of an accident during work or because
of it including Injuries that occur to the worker on
the road when he or she returns from work.

2 Normal diseases: are the normal diseases that
affect humans.

3_ Chronic diseases: are diseases that take a
long period for which the patient deserves a paid
sick leave no matter how long his illness until he
heals or proves his disability and these diseases
are determined according to specific tables.

4-Occupational Diseases: means diseases that affect
workers as a result of practicing a certain profession
period of time either long or short and these diseases

appear in the form of special symptoms according to
work nature.

5_ Serious accidents: Accidents that cause death of

one or more employees or causing worker's
disability. At least 35% or accidents resulting from
fire or explosions that cause disruption of production
process for one or more working days.

6. Place where the injury occurred: means place

where injury occurred, such as place of work, road,
work, or road while performing work outside
workplace.

7 - Injured organ: means place of injury inside the

body: (head / neck / trunk / upper limbs / lower limbs
different organs).

Total number of work injuries cases in public sector,
public business sector /, private sectors (50 workers
and more) and investment sector al3541 case of
injury in 2017 distributed as follows:

1-According to sector:

A - Number of work injuries cases in government
1795 cases by 13.3 % of the total number of cases.
B - Number of work injuries cases in public / public
business 6118 by 45. 2 % of the total number of
cases.

C - Number of work injuries cases in private sector
(50 workers or more) 5389 by 39.8% of the total
number of cases.

d- Number of work injuries cases in investment
sector 239 by 1.8 % of total number of cases.

A - Number of work injuries cases of males were
12364 cases with 91.3 % of the total number of
cases.

B - Number of work injuries cases of females were
1177 cases by 8.7 % of total number of cases.

A - The largest number of cases were in Cairo
governorate 4181 cases by 30.9 % followed
by Alexandria Governorate Number 2074
cases by 15.3 % of total number of cases.

% , followed by Matrouh governorate 22
cases by 0.2 % of total number of cases .

4-According to Occoupational:

A - The largest number of work injuries
among technicians and assistants specialists
were 4281 cases by 31.6%, followed by craft
and machine operators and assemblers 2524

cases by 18.6 % of the total number of cases.

B- The lowest number of work injuries cases
among farmers, agricultural workers and
specialized fishermen 62 cases by 5.0%
followed by Legislators, senior officials and
managers 461 cases by 3.4% of the total
number of cases.

S .According to economic activity:
A - The largest number of work injury
cases were in manufacturing activity of
8171 cases by 60.3 %, followed by
transport, storage and communications
activities of 1641 cases, representing
12.1% of total number of cases.

B - The lowest number of work injuries
cases were in Financial and insurance
activities 2 cases by 0.01%, followed by
public Administration , defense , social
solidarity activity personnel by 16 cases by
0.1% of the total number of cases.

6. According to age groups:
- The highest number of cases in the age

group (36 to 50 years) were 7263 cases by
53.6%, followed by the age group (20 to 36
years) with 4879 cases, representing 36 % of
the total number of cases.

7. According to the injured organ:
The most affected members were (organ

(Upper limbs) with 3917 cases by 28.9 %
and (lower limbs) with 2832 cases By 20.9%

of the total number of cases .
