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Statistical Methodology

1: The purpose of the Bulletin:

To 1identify the size and characteristics of
Egyptians with permits to work abroad so that
the state can draw up foreign immigration
policies to confront its disadvantages and
increase the benefits of its advantages .

I1: Sources of data collection Bulletin:

The data of the bulletin is from the General
Directorate of Work permits at the Ministry of
the Interior, which is the basic reference for
the accounting of Egyptians working abroad .
It grants work permits to Egyptian nationals
working for foreign bodies or entities outside
the country (private -governmental ) .

III: Coverage:
The newsletter includes the data of Egyptians

who obtain permits to work abroad in the form
of loans, personal contracts, permits, workers
on foreign ships who are considered
temporary immigrants and do not include the
following:

1. Egyptians working abroad in the
governmental and private sectors or with
Egypt companies that carry out works
abroad.

2. Egyptians who are abroad in scholarships.

3. Egyptians who work in the diplomatic
corps or international bodies.

IV: Periodical of theBulletin:
Annual (Calendar year).
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V: Definitions and concepts used in the bulletin:

1- Work permit: Work permit is an approved
document issued by the official institutions of the
country as a prerequisite to allow citizens wishing
to travel to leave to another country for the purpose
of working abroad. The permit that is issued from
General Directorate of work permits affiliated to
Ministry of Interior, The permit is renewed every
five years.

2- Work permits issued to Egyptians for work
abroad are divided according to the type of
contract:

A. Secondment :

Egyptian individuals working for government
agencies and public /public business sectors
according to the demand from foreign entities to
work outside Egypt for a limited period, for which
the state has agreed to grant them permits to work
abroad.

B. Personal contracting:

It is concerned with individuals contracted directly
outside Arab Republic of Egypt who do not work
for the government agencies and public /public
business sectors (individuals who work in the
private sector or without work).

C. Vacations:

Individuals include government agencies and
public /public business sectors employees who
have personal employment contracts and are
granted leaves from their employer to work abroad.

D. Workers on foreign ships :
Individuals with work permits on foreign ships
holding a maritime passport .

Total number of work permits issued to
Egyptian work abroad reached 917.8
thousand permits in 2023 compared to
1017.8 thousand permits in 2022 with
a decrease of 9.8 %.

Total number of work permits issued to
work abroad (first time) reached 851.2
thousand permits by 92.7%, while
(renewal) reached 66.6 thousand permits
by 7.3% in 2023.

Arab countries group represent the
largest number of permits issued to
Egyptians to work abroad which reached
887.8 thousand permits by 96.7% of the
total permits issued to Egyptians to
work abroad in 2023.

Number of work permits issued to
Egyptians to work abroad in European
countries group reached 19.4 thousand
permits by 2.1% of the total number of
work permits in 2023.

Number of work permits issued to
Egyptians male to work abroad reached
898.7 thousand permits by 97.9%, while
Number of work permits issued to
Egyptians female to work abroad
reached 19.1 thousand permits by 2.1%
of the total number of work-permits in
2023.

Number of work permits issued to
Egyptians holders of Intermediate
educational represent the largest number
to work abroad reached 388.8 thousand
permits by 42.4%, followed by a higher
educational holders with 272.6 thousand
permits by 29.7% of the total number of
work-permits in 2023.

Number of work permits issued to
Egyptians (Personal contracts) represent
the largest number to work abroad
reached 915.7 thousand permits by
99.8 %, followed by (Vacation
contracts) with 1086 permits by 0.1%,
while Secondment contracts reached
1007 permits by 0.1 % of the total
number of work-permits in 2023.
