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Methodology

1- General :

The fust senes of producer price
index, is issued using (2004 / 2005)
as a base period to replace the
wholesale  price  index  based
(1999/2000) from September 2007,

trends;

c¢. National accounts deflators;

d. Required by several  international
organizations such as IMF, and ECB
for economic monitoring and
companson;

¢. Economic analytical tool for
businesses and researchers.

3- Producer Price:

It is the basic prices received by
domestic producers of goods and
services, at the production place.

4- Base period prices:

The average prices of the fiscal year
(2004/2005) is used as a base period
for current series of producer price
index.

5- System of weights :

The averages of the two years

(2002/2003 ,  2003/2004) for
agriculture, industrial and services
production values are taken as weights
for the present series in order to avoid
big and sudden changes which occur
in production of some economic
activities if one year is selected.
