(2004/2005) for helping researchers and the stakeholders in
this field.

e The PPI is constructed in hierarchical
manner. The index is first calculated
at the 6- digit level of ISIC Rev. IV.
Indices at higher level divisions are
then derived as a weighted average
of the products falling within each
division. Finally, the overall index is
obtained as a weighted average of
each activity.

e The formula for the calculation of
Egypt's Producer Price Index PPl is
the modified Laspeyres formula.
This Computation is Based on the
short term basis, thus each month’s
price is compared to the previous
month’s price.

¢ The PPI is not compiled according to
a true laspeyres index because the
period for the weight reference
period , which was based on the
average of data collected in
2002/2003 and 2003/2004 of all
production sectors surveys is not the
same as that of the price reference
period (2004/2005).
