CAPMAS complies with the international
recommendations in order to improve data
coverage. Since January 2008, it began to
apply the general system including all custom
clearance system , which represents all
imported and exported commaodity flows
through the Egyptian ports.
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- The Foreign trade Monthly Summary Includes:
1- Trade Balance.
2- Exports and imports (according to ports).

3- Exports and imports (according to the
commodity groups and the most important
commodities).

4- Exports and imports (according to
geographical regions and the most important
countries).

5- Export and import energy data and it's source
is the Ministry of Electricity and Energy.

CAPMAS hopes that the series of foreign trade
monthly summary publications will achieve its
desired objectives.
