Mobilization and Statistics (CAPMAS) monthly
bulletin of foreign trade data To satisfy the nee
of the users and makers of policy

CAPMAS complies with the internationa
recommendations in order to improve data
coverage. Since January 2008, it began tc
apply the general system including all custom
clearance system , which represents all
imported and exported commodity flows
through the Egyptian ports and applied the
manual statistics of the 10 digits of
(Harmonized Customs Tariff ) following a
presidential decree No. (39) of 2007 dated
(5th February ,2007).

Classification by Broad Economic Categori
(BEC) will be applied for the first time in thi
monthly bulletin to differentiate among Foc
groups, Industrial supplies, production equipm
and Durable anchon-durable goods.

The classification includes 19 main
categories of economic categories that are
divided into sub categories for each main
category.

The BEC classification was designed as a
means of converting international trade data
based on the Standard Classification into
categories which categorized according to the
final use of goods to be useful within the systel
of national accounts, ie , categories related to f
three basic categories of production goods,
intermediate goods and consumer goods.

For example, the fuel degree in the usage
and manufacturing table is classified accord
to the "BEC" classification of the fuel
commodity group divided into "fuel and primary
