Statistical Methodology

I- Statistical goals:

The statistics show distribution of cotton lint for ( December / February) agricultural season
2016/2017and include exported cotton to various countries around the world as well as local consumers
cotton in the country at textile factories. it includes amounts which have been exposed to ginning and
pressing operations.

I1- The sources of data collection:
A - Ministry of Trade and Industry. B - Cotton Tests Authority Arbitration .

C - Cotton spinning Factories.

I11- Statistical journal:

Cotton season: Cotton is grown in March and harvested in September so the first quarter begins

from st September to the end of the fourth quarter on 31 st August
each year.

IVV- Definitions and used Concepts:

1-Distributed cotton:
Total exported and consumed cotton amounts during the same period.
2- Exported :
Amount of net cotton (excluding empties) shipped abroad
Finalized its customs procedures, and calculated on the basis of FOB value.
3- Local Consumed:
Quantities of cotton disbursed by the domestic spinners for operating units, excluding quantities
that returned without operating.
4- Pressed cotton:
Cotton amounts exposed to steam press for export.
5- Ginned cotton:

Cotton lint amounts resulting from ginning cotton flower.

Distributed (exports + consumed) of domestic cotton:

Total distributed of cotton reached 599.7 thousand M.K at the beginning of the season
(September 2017 ) until the end of February 2018, versus 582.8 thousand M.K in the previous
season, an increase of 2.9 % Exports amount reached a Percentage of 84.7 % of the total distributed

while consumed amount proportion reached 15.3 %.

EXxports:

» Exported cotton amount during ( December 2017 / February 2018) reached 379.7 thousand M.K
versus 134.8 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season, an increase of 181.6 %
of 1027.9 million pounds versus 384.3 million pounds for the same period of the previous season,
an increase of 167.5%.

e India was the largest importer of Egyptian cotton where exported quantity reached 246.6

thousand M.K at a percentage of 64.9% of the total exported quantity during this period.

» Exported cotton amount 508.0 thousand M.K at the beginning of the season

(September 2017 ) until the end of February 2018, versus 348.2 thousand M.K in the previous
season, an increase of 45.9 % by value 1367.2 Million Pound versus 805.7 Million Pound an
increase 69.7 %.

Consumed:

* Total amount of consumed domestic cotton reached 47.2 thousand M.K ( December 2017 /
February 2018) versus to 127.6 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season, a
increase of 63.0.

» Consumption focuses during this period for long and middle varieties, as its consumed reports,
reached 44.1 thousand M.K by of 93.5% of the total consumer cotton.

» The most domestic consumed quantities during this period of high-quality grades (Good),
reached 27.8 thousand M.K by 58.9 % of the total consumed cotton.

« Total amount of consumed domestic cotton 91.7 thousand M.K From the beginning of the
season to the of February 2018 versus 234.6 thousand M.K for the same period of the

previous season, an increase of 60.9%.



« Total of imported cotton at Local spinners during (December 2017 / February 2018)

reached 134.4 thousand M.K during (December 2017 / February 2018) versus 88.0 thousand M.K for
the same period of the previous season, an in crease 52.7% M.K The total consumption of imported
cotton with Local spinners was 257.6 thousand M.K from the first season until February 2018,

compared to 182.2 thousand mt for the seam period of the previos season, an increase of 41.4%.

Steam pressed:

* The amount of cotton that has been steam pressed reached 769.0 thousand M.K during
(December 2017 / February 2018) versus 367.5 thousand M.K for the same period of the
previous season, increase of 109.2 Most pressed quantities are of Giza 94, reached 332.6
thousand M.K by 43.2 %. of the total steam pressed cotton during this period. « The amount of
cotton that has been steam pressed reached 1.2 million M.K From the beginning af the season
to the of February 2018 versus 0.6 million M.K of the previous season, an increase of 112.8%.
Most pressed quantities are of Giza 94, reached 602.3 thousand M.K at a percentage of 48.7 %.

* The amount of ginned cotton reached 0.8 million M.K during ((December 2017 / February 2018)
versus 0.4 million M.K for the same period of the previous season, an increase of 107.6% Most
ginned quantities is high — quality grades (Good ) reached 484.6 thousand M.K by 57.4 % of the
total Ginned cotton during this period. The amount of gained cotton 1.4 million M.K for the first
season until the end of February 2018 compared to 0.8 million M.K for the same period of the

previous season an increased by 102.8% .
