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Statistical Methodology

I- Statistical goals:

The statistics show distribution of cotton lint for ( March / May) agricultural season
2017/2018and include exported cotton to various countries around the world as well as local
consumers cotton in the country at textile factories. it includes amounts which have been exposed to
ginning and pressing operations.

I1- The sources of data collection:

A - Ministry of Trade and Industry. B - Cotton Tests Authority Arbitration .
C - Cotton spinning Factories.

I11- Statistical journal:

- Quarterly and divided according to the in September so the cotton growing season as follows:
The first quarter ( September / November), the second quarter ( December / February),
the third quarter ( March / May), the fourth quarter ( June / August) .

IV- Definitions and used Concepts:

1-Distributed cotton:
Total exported and consumed cotton amounts during the same period.
2- Exported :
Amount of net cotton (excluding empties) shipped abroad
Finalized its customs procedures, and calculated on the basis of FOB value.
3- Local Consumed:
Quantities of cotton disbursed by the domestic spinners for operating units, excluding quantities
that returned without operating.
4- Pressed cotton:
Cotton amounts exposed to steam press for export.
5- Ginned cotton:

Cotton lint amounts resulting from ginning cotton flower.

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General indicators

Distributed (exports + consumed) of domestic cotton:

Total distributed of cotton reached 0.80 million M.K at the beginning of the season
(September 2017 ) until the end of May 2018 versus 0.83 million M.K in the previous
season, a decrease of 3.2 % Exports amount reached a Percentage of 83.6 % of the total
distributed while consumed amount proportion reached 16.4 %.

Exports:

e Exported cotton amount during (March/May 2018) reached 160.1 thousand M.K versus
149.7 thousands M.K for the same period of the previous season, an increase of 6.9% of
445.5 million pounds versus 402.1 million pounds for the same period of the previous
season, an increase of 10.8%.

¢ India was the largest importer of Egyptian cotton where exported quantity reached 98.6
thousands M.K at a percentage of 61.6 % of the total exported quantity during this
period.

e Exported cotton amount 668.1 thousand M.K from the beginning the season until the
end of May 2018, versus 498.0 thousand M.K in the previous season, an increase of

34.2% by value 1.8 milliard pounds versus 1.2 milliard pounds an increase of 50.1%.

Consumed:

e Total amount of consumed domestic cotton reached 39.2 thousands M.K
(March/May2018) versus to 93.0 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous
season, a decrease of 57.9%.

e Consumption focuses during this period for long and middle varieties, as its consumed
reports, reached 38.7 thousands M.K by of 98.9% of the total consumer cotton.

e The most domestic consumed quantities during this period of high-quality grades

(Good), reached 24.4 thousands M.K by 62.3 % of the total consumed cotton.



e Total amount of consumed domestic cotton 130.9 thousands M.K from the beginning of
the season to the end of May 2018 versus 327.6 thousand M.K for the same period of the
previous season, a decrease of 60.1%.

e Total of imported cotton at Local spinners during (March/May 2018) reached 110.3
thousand M.K versus 54.4 thousands M.K for the same period of the previous season, a
decline of 102.6%.

e Total of imported cotton at Local spinners was 367.9 thousand M.K From the first
season until the of May 2018 versus 236.6 thousand M.K for the same period of the

previous season, a decline of 55.5%.

Steam pressed:

e The amount of cotton that has been steam pressed reached 61.7 thousand M.K during
(March/May 2018) versus 75.8 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous
season, a decrease of 18.6% Most pressed quantities are of Giza 94, reached 39.0
thousand M.K by 63.3% of the total steam pressed cotton during this period.

e The amount of cotton that has been steam pressed reached 1.3 million M.K From the
beginning of the season to the end of May 2018 versus 0.7 million M.K of the previous
season, an increase of 97.7%. Most pressed quantities are of Giza 94, reached 641.3

thousands M.K at a percentage of 49.4 % of the total steam pressed cotton.
Ginned:

e The amount of ginned cotton reached 47.7 thousand M.K during (March/May 2018)
versus 55.8 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season, a decrease of
14.4% Most ginned quantities is high—quality grades (G/F.G) reached 23.4 thousand
M.K by 49.0% of the total Ginned cotton during this period.

e The amount of gained cotton 1.4 million M.K From the beginning of the season to the
end of May 2018 versus 0.7 million, for the same period of the previous season, an

increase by 93.8%.
