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Foreword

The Central Agency for Public Mobilization and Statistics
(CAPMAS) has conducted the fifth Economic Census (EC),
which is considered the main source for information about
the economic activities in Egypt. The EC provides a huge
amount of data which sheds light on the components
and elements of economic activity by providing a
complete, comprehensive and detailed image of economic
establishments in various sectors according to the most
recent international standards and concepts.

Thefirst Comprehensive EC was carried outin 1991/1992,
and it was followed by many ECs. The second, was carried
out in 1996/1997, the third in 2000/2001, the fourth in
2012/2013, then the current one 2017/2018, which is the
fifth EC carried out by CAPMAS.

This EC is the first E-Economic Census that was designed
and conducted using modern technology to ensure the
speed and accuracy of results. CAPMAS mobilized all
its expertise, accumulated over the years, as well as its
qualified and capable human resources to conduct such EC.

CAPMAS has the pleasure to present the main indicators
of the Fifth EC 2017/2018, hoping to meet the wished
goals to benefit planners and decision makers in developing
policies as well as decision making, in all fields, that fulfil
the needs of development purposes at both domestic and
national levels.

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Set up and Preparation

for EC Implementation

1- Preparatory activities for the EC, started in July 2017,

which included;

- Review the methodologies and lessons learned from
previous ECs, especially the last one 2012/2013,

- Studying the experiences of other countries in carrying
out economic censuses (including Japan, Kingdom
of Saudi Arabia, United States of America, Mauritius,
Malaysia and Canada).

- Follow up all new recommendations issued by the
related international organizations.

Design the EC questionnaires and sent them to different
data users for study and comment. This was followed by a
workshop that was held on February 2018, with participation
from 20 organizations (Including Ministries, Authorities,
Universities and Economic Research Centers), to review
the questionnaires as well as to discuss their needs and the
possibility to realize them.

Determination of the EC framework, that covers all active
establishments (except governmental) in all economic
activities including Public Sector, Public Business Sector
and Private Sector.

Such framework consists of two main parts as follows:
Part one: Regularstatistics,whichincludesall establishments

in both Public and Public Business Sectors, and
some private sector establishments, which are
regularly conducted annually.

Part two: Including private sector establishments covered

in the EC using sampling method, for those which
aren’t covered by regular statistics.

Determining the reference period for data collection,
which was chosen for the private sector as calendar year
2017 (January to December 2017), while for Public and

Public Business Sectors fiscal year system was selected
(2017/2018, i.e. July 2017 to June 2018).

5- Setting up the time plan for the EC phases and their
implementation follow-up (questionnaires, sampling,
training, pre-test, field work and obtaining results).

6- Planning to carry out pre-test on a representative sample
of all economic activities in all governorates to measure
the performance rates for all elements involved in EC.

W Adopted Questionnaires

A total of 36 questionnaires were developed to cover both
Regular statistics and the EC sample, as follows:

1- The Economic Census Questionnaires:

Twelve questionnaires were designed for the 2018/2017
Economic Census to collect data from all economic
activities in the private sector, which are not covered in
the regular statistics. These activities include:
- Mining and quarrying activities, establishments

(9 employees and less),
- Manufacturing Activities (9 employees and less),

- Activities of Repair and maintenance of motor
vehicles, personal and household goods,

- Wholesale and Retail-sale Activities,

- Restaurants, food & beverage, and bar services
activities,

- Transportation and Storage Activities,

- Business, social and personal services Activities.

- Education activities, institutes and colleges,

- Other educational activities,

- Agricultural activities,

- Communication activities,

- Construction activities.
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Second: Set up and Preparation for EC Implementation “Cont.”

Each questionnaire includes four sections as follows:
- Section one:

Includes identification information for the establishment
(trade name, main activity, address, telephone number
....... etc.).

- Section two:

Includes general information about the establishment
(establishment type, legal entity, capital value and its
source, establishment year, date of starting current
activity, information about Commercial Register, Industrial
Register and License, received loans and their sources and
their utilizations during the last five years ....etc.).

- Section three:

Includes the financial and economic variables of the
establishment including employees, wages, intermediate
commodities, production, service expenses, revenues,
inventory, projects under implementation and the changes
in fixed assets.

- Section four:

Reports on future needs of the establishment from the
intermediate technical schools, below university education
and university as well as post university graduates.

2- Regular statistics’ Questionnaires:

All 24 questionnaires of the regular statistics were
developed, reviewed, and unified to be in line with EC
questionnaires and the national accounts’ requirements.

W Main Definitions and Concepts used

1- Counting Unit:

Counting unit is the “establishment”, which is a fixed
location where an economic activity is being carried
out and is held by natural or legal person. The following
criteria should be fulfilled:
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Fourth: Main Definitions and Concepts used “Cont.”

1- Counting Unit: Cont.’

- The establishment should have a fixed place, hence,
movable objects where business activities is practiced is
not considered an establishment unless it has been fixed
to ground or water such as boatels,

- The establishment performs kind of economic activity
such as providing goods or services for others,

- The establishment’s holder is a single person or group of
partners or legal person.

In some special cases, company’s budget and final
accounts were dealt with as follows:

- In cases where the balance sheet and the final accounts of
the company are received as a whole and not separately
for each branch, the financial statements of the company
were divided into a number of establishments based on
the number of workers in each branch of the company, in
accordance with international recommendations.

-In cases of Banks, Insurance companies of public and
private sectors, wholesale and retail trade of the public and
public business sector, the budget and the final accounts
are received for the whole company and similarly the total
number of branches within each governorate as well as the
total number of employees are also combined, the company
was divided on the governorate level and all branches within
the governorate was considered one unit.

- For construction activity sector, the division of the
financial status for the working companies was carried
out on the basis of assuming that all operations within the
governorate are considered a branch of the company and
that all branches within the governorates, theoretically, is
counted as one unit (establishment) in the governorate,
irrespective of whether the company has branches within
the governorate or not. This was adopted to guarantee
that the outcome of these activities is to be attributed
to the governorate where the activities are being
implemented.

This methodology is adopted to serve the objectives
of the regional accounts and to follow the activities
implemented within each governorate.
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Fourth: Main Definitions and Concepts used “Cont.”

2- Intermediate commodities:

Intermediate commodities consist of the goods and
services (local or imported) used as inputs by a process of
production, including, (main and sub raw materials; fuel,
oil and lubricants; spare parts, materials and consumables;
stationeries and publications; electricity; water; packaging
materials; .... etc.).

3- Service Expenses:

These expenses include the cost of performed services
to the establishment by others, which are required for the
production process including Maintenance expenses, others
operating expenses, transport and transportation expenses,
advertising expenses, communication expenses... etc.

4- Production:

It is the value of goods and services produced during
a certain time period, and its estimation methods vary
according to the economic activity carried out by the
economic unit.

5- Value Added:

The value added is what is added by a certain economic
activity during the various phases of manufacturing or
marketing. In other words, it is the difference between the
values of output and intermediate commodities of goods
and services.

6- Gross Fixed Capital Formation:

The Gross Fixed Capital Formation is the capital additions
to fixed assets, whether purchased or self-produced,
minus exclusions plus changes in inventory.

7. Informal Sector:

Informal sector is the production units that carry out an
economic activity, (industrial, commercial, service ... etc.)
without administrative registration, or practicing their
activities without holding a permission/ license from the
concerned official authorities. In addition, they don't
have any legal entity in accordance with the necessary
procedures to practice such activities.

W Sample Design and Selection

1. Introduction:

The relative importance of the economic establishments is
the main criterion upon which the EC sample design was
based. Accordingly, sampling fraction for the economic
establishments with higher relative importance, within
each economic activity, have high sampling fraction, while
the sampling fraction was medium for those with medium
relative importance, and for those with small relative
importance, the sampling fraction was small.

In that respect, the number of establishment’s employees
was taken as the criterion to determine its relative
economic importance. Accordingly, establishments were
classified in three categories that reflect their relative
importance as follow:

- Establishments with (1 — 4) employees are considered of
small relative importance,

- Establishments with employees (5-9) are considered of
medium relative importance,

- Establishments with 10 employees and more are considered
of higher relative economic importance.

Regarding economic activity, the establishments were
classified by 2-digits ISIC Ver. 4 classification. The sample
includes all economic activities, except the following:

- Table Class (O)- Public Administration, Defense, and
Compulsory Social Security (Division 85),

- Table Class (T)- Domestic service personnel for households,
undifferentiated goods- and services-producing activities
of households for own use (Divisions 97 and 98) and

- Table Class (U)- International and regional as well as
foreign Embassies and Consulates. (Division No. 99).

Concerning geographical Coverage, the EC covered
all governorates. Thus, the governorate is considered
the first strata that will be followed by the economic
activity and employment size, to select the sample
using the stratified sampling technique.
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Fifth: Sample Design and Selection “Cont.” :

2- The Sample Frame:

The Establishment Census, carried out within the context of
the Population, Housing and Establishment census of 2017
was taken as the framework for the EC census, which includes
only operating and temporarily closed establishments
(government establishments were excluded). This framework
consists of 4,119,716 establishments, out of which 15,496
establishments are covered in the regular statistics.

Table (1) lists the distribution of the establishments frame by
working status (operating and temporarily closed).

3- The Sample Design:

The frame was divided into two parts, the first represents
the active establishments and the second is those
temporary closed.

The frame of the operating establishment, was divided into:
A) Regular statistics Establishments,

B) Rare Activities' establishments (activities with 30
establishments or less all over the governorate).

C) The rest of establishments was divided as follows:
- Big establishments with 10 employees or more,
- Establishments with (5 — 9) employees,
- Establishments with (1-4) employees.

3. Sample Design: Cont.’

The selected sample size for each group was define as
follows:

- All establishments (complete coverage) for the
following groups:

(A) Regular statistics establishments,

(B) Rare activities’ Establishments,

(C) Big establishments,
- 50% of establishments with (5 — 9) employees.
- 5% of establishments with (1 - 4) employees.

- 10% of all establishments which were temporarily closed
during the Population, Housing and Establishment
Census, 2017.

4. Sample Selection:

The frame, excluding all establishments of regular
statistics, rare activities and large establishments, was
divided into strata. Such division reflects the governorate
and economic activity according to 2-digits ISIC Ver. 4
Classification and the number of employee (the three
groups). Establishments, within each stratum, has been
arranged according to their geographical location in
serpentine order. Then, the required sample size from
each stratum was selected using systemic random sample
in order to ensure the representation of the sample
distribution over all geographical areas. The total sample
size, including regular statistics, big and rare activities’
establishments, is 366,168 establishments.

5. Sampling Weights:

Since the selected sample is not self-weighted and with
different response rates inside each stratum, therefore,
it is necessary to calculate the weights to obtain the
economic results or indicators for national, governorates
and economic activities.

5. Sampling Weights: Cont.’

The sample weights were calculated based on sampling
probabilities and the response ratio, separately for each
stratum, where the final weights are obtained by multiplying
the inverse of the sampling selection probability and the
amendment of response rate (inverse response rate) for
the same strata.

The frame was divided into strata as follows:

For Regular statistics establishments, strata are based on:
- Statistics type (22 statistics)

- Sector (public/ Private)

For other establishments, strata are based on:

- Governorate (27 Governorate)

- Economic activity (2 digits level)

- Employees size (10+, from 5-9, from 1-4 and non-stated)

- Establishment’ sample selection probability estimation:

For each stratum, establishment sample selection
probability, was estimated using the following law:

The non-eligible establishments include the following:
- Repeated establishments;
- Non-target establishments;
- Establishments not found in the specified address;
- Permanently closed establishments;
- Demolished establishments;
- Establishments transferred to residence; and,

- Establishments that did not start work during the
reference year.

All processes of the EC (Training, field work, central
follow-up, data quality, ...etc.) have been computerized
through a stable and secured technological environment
covering all processes and phases. It includes the
following procedures:

- Preparation and operating a secured central infrastructure
characterized by stability and flexibility,

- Preparing and secure databases and their management to
ensure continuity of work efficiently.

- Develop a secured network link between the tablets in the
field and the data center,

- Preparing tablet devices, for field work, with the relevant
framework and maps for each enumerator, as well as user
manuals for tablet utilization and data entry,
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Sixth: IT system “Cont."”:

- Prepare maps and allocated framework for enumerators in
the field,

- Design and develop a number of applications for data
collection and training,

- Adopt quality application that unifies work methodology
and data entry for both enumerators and quality controllers
to match the data collected by enumerators and quality
controllers as well as those collected by call-back officers
to extract first-hand field performance indicators,

- Apply central follow-up to monitor the productivity and
performance of enumerators and field-work status to be
compared with planed targets and to centrally manage
the time plan,

- Develop a telephone and field technical support “help
desk” system to assist all field enumerators and answer all
inquiries,

- Provide assistance for field technical support agents in the
governorates, and refer complaints to the specialists to be
solved,

- Extract the initial, final results and indicators as well as its
publication on the website and adding them to the maps to
be published on Egypt Portal for Geographic Information.

A pre-test has been conducted during August 2018 on
5,411 establishments as a representative sample of all
economic activities in Egypt based on the framework of
the Establishments Census 2017. This aims to measure
enumerator's daily performance rates, questionnaires
design and the digital application adopted on the tablet for
the first time in carrying out the EC.
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- Atraining program was prepared to efficiently equip various
EC workers with the relevant required skills (enumerators,
field data-editors, supervisors, quality controllers, field
technical inspectors and technical support staff, .... Etc.)

- Fieldworkers were selected based on being among the
highly qualified employees, i.e. with long experiences in
field and statistical works, good knowledge of computer,
and successfully completed university education (faculty
of commerce and similar faculties), either from CAPMAS
Staff or from distinctive fresh graduates who have previous
work experience in surveys with CAPMAS,

- The total number of EC employees reached 1500 from all
governorates including (enumerators, data field-editors,
supervisors, quality controllers, field technical inspectors
and technical support staff .... etc.).

-The training program was centrally organized to
grantee the success of EC. The training covered the
introduction to all concepts and terminologies contained
in the questionnaires, practical training on how to fill all
questionnaires using practical cases that were specially
prepared for such purpose. In addition, the training
program included role playing and two days actual
fieldwork that was followed by intensive discussion of all
trainees’ remarks.

- Training program was organized in three groups as

follows:

- First group: 27/10/2018 — 08/11/2018. It covered the
Suez Canal Region and Cairo Governorate,

- Second group: 10/11/2018 - 22/11/2018. It covered the
Lower Egypt Region and Al-Qalyoubia Governorate ; and,

- Third group: 24/11/2018 — 06/12/2018. It covered the
Upper Egypt Region and Giza Governorate.
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- The field work was carried out by 1200 workers including
(enumerators, field data-editors, supervisors, quality
controllers, field technical inspectors and technical support
staff .... etc.).

Teamwork approach was adopted by the EC management
(each teamwork includes one field data-editor and two
enumerators). Moreover, one or more supervisor was
assigned for each governorate according to the workload,
to ensure the highest level of field data-editing, in
complete coordination between the field teamwork and
the EC management to solve all field problems.

Data collection process for each of the three training
groups, started immediately after concluding its program,
covering a specified geographical region.

Data collection method adapted face-to-face interview
with the establishments’ holder or responsible managers.

The field work continued for eight months starting from
11" Nov. 2018 up to the end of June 2019.

Data collection was initiated using the questionnaires forms
and then entered into tablets, in the field, in order to check
the data quality according to the application’s validation
rules and quality assurance standards, to first-hand correct
errors, if any, for the completed questionnaires.

An application has been developed to track data collection
and field data-editing processes in all governorates to solve
the problems that might appear during implementation,

Monitoring field work progress (productivity and
enumerators performance) was tracked and compared
with the planed targets. In addition, the time-plan was
centrally managed through the central control room; and,

Complete coordination between field teams and the EC
management to solve all field problems that might face
them, to realize the specified and targeted achievements
levels.

- A central control and technical reviewing room has been
set up to monitor EC processes via issuing a number of
daily reports through the Back End. These reports were
reviewed and studied by EC Technical Committee and
then sent to the quality control team and the technical
inspection team in order to take first-hand necessary
actions based on the content of such reports,

The Helpdesk (telephone and field technical support
system) was created. It consists of two groups from the
relevant sector:

- Economic Statistics Sector: to respond to all questions
concerning the questionnaires or coding,

- Information Technology Sector: to solve tablets problems
in the field.

Data validation rules were prepared for each EC and regular
statistics questionnaires. Moreover, the central control
room carried out technical verification for the electronically
filled questionnaires according to the data validation
rules included in the application to ensure full coverage,
accuracy, validity, logicality and consistency of the data at
the levels of economic activities and Governorates.

Timely calculate a number of indicators based on received
data from the field and test the relationships among
variables as well as compare them with the similar variables
from other sources to ensure data consistency and
logicality; and make a field check of outliers, if any. Such
indicators include (average wages, number of employees,
percentage of intermediate commodities, value added
and profits or losses).

Technical inspection team followed-up and monitored field
work in order to identify the regularity and extent of work
progress, enumerators and field data-editors’ performance,
as well as correcting concepts and terminologies according
to trainings,
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Tenth: Procedures of Technical reviewing and Quality Control: Cont.’

- The quality control teamwork recollects data from a sample
of completed establishments to evaluate data quality and
enumerators’ performance. A special E-application was
developed for comparison of the two sets of data, to
determine the matching rate,

- Call Back teamwork contacting a percentage of visited
establishments, whose questionnaires already completed
by enumerators, to collect the data with a form designed
for each questionnaire separately to assess data accuracy
and validity and to complete any missing data; and,

- EC management team carried out field visits to some
areas in each governorate to check the regularity of EC
processes, recognizing the problems that may encounter
the enumerators and solving them right way, evaluating
the enumerators and rewarding those distinctive workers
to motivate field teams to provide an outstanding
performance in the field.

W Media Campaign

1- A comprehensive media plan has been designed and
executed to cover the periods before and during the EC.
It aims to expand the statistical awareness among target
groups, especially establishments’ owners/holders in
order to secure their cooperation with the enumerators.
The media campaign included all means of mass media
such as TV, Radio, Newspapers, Magazines, Road and
public places billboards, E-media, SMS messages,
digital advertising screens ...... etc. The wide spreading
websites were used and a new website for the economic
census was established and linked to CAPMAS website
to be available for all users.

2- An awareness plan was carried out with participation
of CAPMAS officials through TV and Radio interviews,
conferences, awareness forums and seminars to highlight
the importance of the EC for Egypt.
