The aim of this bulletin is to identify size and characteristics of scientific delegates
sent abroad in scientific missions (Foreign missions/ scientific missions / Scholar-
ships/ joint supervision missions / The Egyptian-Japanese Education Initiative
(2018/2019))/ Scholarship Program (Newton-Mesharafa) / Science and

Technological Development Fund.

General management of Missions at Ministry of Higher Education. Al-

Third: Bulletin Periodical:

The Bulletin is issued annually.

Fourth: Definitions and Concepts:

_ Delegates Abroad in Scientific missions

Includes (foreign missions / scientific missions / study vacations / joint
supervision missions / The__Egyptian-Japanese Education Initiative
(2018/2019).

— Foreign missions:

During which student receives a degree from one of universities abroad for
a period of (3-4) years and delegation can return home during a certain

period in order to learn and carry out the necessary field research.

—  Scientific missions:

Scholarships are awarded in scientific missions in the form of grants to
State or to sending party or a personal grant either for training or for

scientific research purpose for a period from 3 months to one year.
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Scholar - ships:

The scholarship will be sent abroad to study or to collect scientific
material for obtaining scientific degree or for the purpose of training
and acquisition of expertise. It will be financed through foreign grants
to the state or to the sending authorities or personal grants. The donor
will determine the duration of the scholar - ship.

Joint supervision missions:

During the course of mission, student will receive a PhD from one of
the Egyptian universities under supervision of an Egyptian professor
and a foreigner who will agree on the subject of study and research.
The duration of mission will be five years. During which treatment of
member of the foreign mission materially, resulting in savings in study
expenses and overcome the problem of non-equivalence of some foreign
degrees.

The Egyptian-Japanese Education Initiative (2018/2019) :

This is the first scholarship program to send undergraduate students
through grants funded entirely at the expense of missions with the aim
of qualifying them and developing their educational, research and
training capacities to cope with them The needs of the labor market at
the local and international levels where Scholarships are awarded to
students of the second and third graduating classes who received a very
good assessment in the previous academic years or to obtain a master's
and doctoral degree in the system of joint supervision and Post-
doctoral missions or to collect scientific material tors.

(Newton-Mesharafa ) missions program:

Aims to support research cooperation between Egypt and Europe to
find common solutions to the challenges facing Egypt in the field of
economic development and the development of individual capacities
through grants for foreign missions for four-year PHD and joint
supervision missions for a year to do research in one of the institutions
of higher education.

Science and Technological Development Fund:

The Fund works to stimulate the Egyptian scientific community by
funding distinguished research papers and establishing scientific
partnerships with scientists from many developed countries in order
to follow technological progress and openness ...to different societies
and link scientific research to_technological development,

Total number of delegates abroad in scientific missions reached 869 in 2019, compared to 1094 in 2018, a decrease by 20.6%. Of these, 41
were in foreign missions by 4.7%, 104 were in scientific missions by 12%, 561 delegates on Scholarships by 64.6%, 42 delegates in joint
supervision missions by 4.8%, 78 delegates in the Egyptian-Japanese Education initiative (2018/2019) by 9%, 13 delegates in Scholarship
Program (Newton-Mesharafa) by 1.5%, 30 delegates in Science and Technological Development Fund by 3.5 Of total number of delegations
abroad on scientific missions.

Total number of delegates in scientific missions for (2016-2019) was 3544 , of whom were 1154 delegates by 32.6% in Medical Sciences Group,
790 delegates by 22.3 % in Engineering Group, 715 delegates by 20.2% in basic sciences Group, 491 delegates by13.9% ,in Human Sciences
group,394 delegates by 11. 1% in Agricultural Sciences Group .

Total number of delegates abroad in scientific missions for (2016-2019) of European Group was 1583 by 44.7%, 812 delegates by 22.9% of
American Group, 1052 delegates by 29.7% of Asia Group (non-Arabic), 72 delegates of Eucalyptus Group by 2% , 16 delegates by 0.5%
of Arab countries group , 9 delegates for African countries group ( non-Arabic) by 0.3%.

Parity rate was. 0,43 in 2016, 0.38 in 2017, 0.51 in 2018, 0.47 in 2019.

The (25-29) age groups represent the largest of total number of delegates in scientific missions in 2019 with 355 delegates by 40.9%, followed
by the age group (30-34) with 331 delegates by 38.1 % of total.

Applied study represents the largest of total number of delegates abroad in scientific missions in 2019 with734 delegates by 84,.5%, followed
by Human and social study with 135 delegates by 15. 5% of total.

Phd. degree represents the largest of total number of delegates abroad in scientific missions in 2019 with 542 delegates by 62.4%, followed by
Post-Doctoral Research with 146 delegates by 16.8% of total.



e Great Cairo Region represents the largest of total number of delegates abroad in scientific missions in 2019 with308 delegates by 35.4%,
followed by Nile Delta Region with 217 delegates by 25% of total.
e Lower Egypt governorates represent the largest of total number of delegates abroad in scientific missions in 2019 with 334 delegates by

38.4%, followed by Urban governorates with 296 delegates by 34.1% of total.

Delegates abroad in Foreign missions during the period (2016-2019):

e Total number of delegates abroad in Foreign missions was 41 delegates in 2019, compared to 59 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 30.5%.

e Number of delegates to European countries Group was33 in 2019, compared to 43 in 2018, a decrease of 23.3%, the number of delegates to
American countries Group reached 6 delegates in 2019, compared to 12 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 50%, the number of delegates to
Asian (non-Arabic) countries Group was only one delegate in 2019, compared to 3 delegates in 2018 a decrease of 66.7%, the number of
delegates to Eucalyptus countries Group was only one delegate in both 2018 and 2019.

e Medical group represented the largest number, with 13 delegates by 31.7% of total number of delegates in 2019, No delegates was sent to
Agricultural group in 2019 , of whom Medical sciences group represented the largest number, with 20 delegates by 33.9%, Agriculture science
group represented the smallest number with S delegates by 8.5% in 2018 , European countries group came first with 141 delegates by 67.1%,
followed by American group with 53 delegates by 25.2% of the total number of delegates in foreign missions for years (2016-2019).

e Cairo University ranked first in number of delegates abroad with 34 delegates by 16.2%, followed by Alexandria University with 23 delegates
by 11% of total number of foreign missions for the period (2016-2019).



Delegates abroad in scientific missions during the period (2016-2019):

Total number of delegates abroad in scientific missions was 104 delegates in 2019, compared to 196 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 46.9%.
Total number of delegates of European countries group was 65 delegates in 2019, compared to 81 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 19.8%, the
number of delegates of American countries group 22 delegates in 2019, compared to 80 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 72.5 %, the number
of delegates of Asian (non-Arabic) countries Group 17delegates in 2019, compared to 34 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 50%.

Medical Sciences Group represented the largest number, with 34 delegates by 32.7 %, Engineering Science Group represented the smallest
number with 9 delegates by 8.7 % of number of delegates in 2019, of whom Medical Sciences Group represented the largest number, with 82
delegates by 41.8%, Engineering Sciences Group represented the smallest number with 18 delegates by 9.2% of total delegates in 2018.
European countries came first with 326 delegates 51%, followed by American countries Group with 203 delegates. by 31.8% of total number
of delegates in scientific missions for years (2016-2019).

El Mansoura University ranked first in number of delegates abroad with 60 delegates by 9.4%, followed by Asyut University with 47
delegates by 7.4% of total number of delegates in scientific missions for the period (2016-2019).

Delegates abroad on Scholarships for the period (2016-2019):

Total number of delegates abroad on Scholarships was 561 delegates in 2019, compared to 583 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 3.8%.

Total number of delegates to European countries groups was 194 delegates in 2019, compared to 243 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 20.2%,
Total number of delegates to American countries group is 87 delegates in 2019, compared to 88 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 1.1%. The
number of delegates to Asian ( non-Arabic) countries group is 251 delegates in 2019, compared to 232 delegates in 2018, an increase of 8.2%,
the number of delegates to Eucalyptus countries group is 17 delegates in 2019, compared to 15 in 2018, an increase of 13.3 %, the number of
delegates to Arab countries group is 11 delegates in 2019, compared to 3 in 2018, an increase of 266.7%, number of delegates to African

countries group (non-Arabic) is only one delegate in 2019 , compared to 2 in 2018 ,a decrease of 50%.



e Engineering Sciences Group represents the largest number, with 183 delegates by 32.6 %, Agricultural. Group represents the smallest
number with 67 by 11.9% of the total number of delegates in 2019, while Engineering Group represents the largest number, with 167
delegates by 28.6%, Agriculture Group represents the smallest number of 81 delegates by 13.9% of total delegates in 2018.

e European countries group came first with 787 delegates by 41.3%, followed by Asian ( non-Arabic) countries group countries with 735
delegates by 38.5% of the total number of delegates in Scholarships for the period (2016-2019).

e Cairo University came first with 262 delegates by 13.7%, followed by Ain shams University with 231 delegates by 12.1% of the total number
of delegates Scholarships for the period (2016-2019).

Delegates abroad in joint supervision missions during the period (2016-2019)

e Total number of delegates abroad in joint supervision missions was 42 delegates in 2019, compared to 227 delegates in 2018, a decrease of
81.5%.

e Total number of delegates to European countries group was 29 delegates in 2019, compared to 93 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 68.8%, the
number of delegates to American countries group was 11 delegates in 2019, compared to 98 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 88.8%, the
number of delegates to Asian(non-Arabic) countries group was 2 delegates in 2019, Compared to 32 delegates in 2018, a decrease of 93.8%.

e Medical Sciences Group represents the largest number, with 30 delegates by 71.4%, Humanity and Basic Sciences Groups, the smallest
number each of them , with 6 delegates by 14.3% of the total number of delegates in 2019, while medical sciences group represents the
largest number, with 144 delegates by 63.4% , Engineering Sciences group represents smallest number of 8 delegates by 3.5% of the total
number of delegates in 2018, European countries Group came first with 289 delegates by 45.3%, followed by American countries Group with
242 delegates by 37.9% of the total number of delegates abroad in joint supervision missions for years (201.6-2019).

e Tanta University came first with 71 delegates by 11.1%, followed by El Mansoura University with 68 delegates by 10.7% of the total number

of delegates in joint supervision missions for the period (2016-2019).



The number of delegates abroad in scientific missions according to ISCED classification of in 2019:

e Natural Sciences Mathematics and statistics group represents the largest number of total number of delegates in foreign missions in 2019 with
9 delegates by 22%, followed by Business Administration and Law group with 8 delegates by 19.5% of total.

e Agriculture Forestry Fisheries & Veterinary Medicine group represents the largest number of total number of delegates in scientific missions in
2019 with 34 delegates by 32.7%, followed by Natural Sciences Mathematics and statistics group with 23 delegates by 22.1% of total.

¢ Engineering Manufacturing & Construction group represents the largest number of total number of delegates in Scholarships in 2019 with 169
delegates by 30.1%, followed by Health & Welfare group with 115 delegates by 20.5% of total.

e Health & Welfare group represents the largest number of total number of delegates in joint supervision missions in 2019 with 26 delegates by
61.9%, followed by Natural Sciences Mathematics and statistics group with 6 delegates by 14.3% of total.

e Natural Sciences Mathematics and statistics group represents the largest number of total number of delegates in the Egyptian-Japanese
Education initiative with 22 delegates by 28.2%, followed by Health & Welfare group with 18 delegates by 23.1% of total.

e Health & Welfare group represents the largest number of total number of delegates in Scholarship Program (Newton-Mesharafa) in 2019 with
7 delegates by 53.8%, followed by Agriculture Forestry Fisheries & Veterinary Medicine group with 3 delegates by 23.1% of total.

e Engineering Manufacturing & Construction group represents the largest number of total number of delegates in Science and Technological
Development Fund in 2019 with 11 delegates by 36.7%, followed by Natural Sciences Mathematics and statistics group with 10 delegates by
33.3% of total.
