Location of A.R.E :

Egypt is an African Country, however , a part of its land , Sinai peninslacated at Asia continent.

- Egypt has common borders with Libya to the west, Sudan to the southragidalsd Palestine (Gaza Strip)
to the north east. The waterway (Suez Canal) which connects the Mediterraneath3ka Red Sea runs
through the Egyptian territory separating its much Larger African part frerartialler Asian part.

- Deserts constitute the vast majority of Egypt's territory. the over whelmingimaybrEgypt's population
live in the Delta and the Nile Valley

The Arab Republic of Egypt is divided into four main geographical divisions :

1-The Nile Valley and Delta : Its area is around (40 Thousands K

The Nile Valley extends from the southern borders with Sudan at Wadi Halfa to tikefémean Sea . It is
divided into Upper Egypt region, from Wadi Halfa to the South of Cairayelcd=gypt region ( Nile Delta),
which extends from the North of Cairo to the Mediterranean Sea The River N#eafiothe North of Cairo
into two main branches Damietta and Rashid . Between these two branches lies the Deltatimnioios
fertile agricultural land in Egypt.



2- The Western Desert : Its area is around (680 thousands k.m 2).

It extends from the Nile Valley to the East to the Libyan Egyptian boundaries to the angstom the
Mediterranean Sea to the North to the Egyptian Sudan boundaries to the soutbesEhiss divided into:

A-Northern Division:

It consists of the coastal plain, the Northern plateau and the Great Depressionswieigioimcludes Siwa
oasis, Quttara Depression, Wadkl Natroun and EL-Bahariya oases.

B- Southern Division :

from the North, the Eastern Desert is bordered by El-Manzala lake on the Med#eribea, and from the
south, its border Sudan. The Eastern Desert is characterized by mountaingheldRed Sea with an
approximate average height between 1000, 2000 meters above the sea levadn#idered the natural
reservoir of natural resources of Egypt, as it contaiffsreince mines for gold, coal and petroleum....etc.

4- Sinai Peninsula: Its area is around (60 thousands k.m?2)

It is a triangle plateau with a base on the Mediterranean Sea to the north ancdibReesdMohamed area to
the south . It lies between the Gulf of Agaba to the east and the Gulf casaiize Suez Canal to the west.
Sinai is divided into three main divisions.

A — The Southern Division :

It is a rugged region consisting of very high granite mountains inclu@étigarine mountain which rises to
about 2641 m above the sea level and is the highest mountain in Egypt.

B — The Central Division :

It is the region of central plateaus, called-Eieh hill . The vallies of this area slope gradually towards the
Mediterranean Sea.

C — The Northern Division:

It is the area from the Mediterranean coast to the north te Eleh hill to the south . It is mostly plains
endowed with water resources resulting from the rain on the southern taightentral plateaus .

CLIMATE

-Egyptian climate is affected by several geographical factors such as, Locatigrapspo solar radiation and
water stretches.

-Egypt's land mass lies between 22-32 latitudes in the northern hemisphisrmeahs that it spans about ten
latitudes leaving one quarter of its total area to the South of Cancer Tropicdigbprall Egypt regions lies
inside the dry hot region except a for narrow strip that could belong tMéditerranean climate. Therefore
Egypt's climate is generally warm in winter and very hot in summer. Thisdogarovides Egypt with a huge
amount of solar radiation during all the year. So, Egypt can depend tgpeaebtent on solar energy with no
negative effects on environment.

Population Census

It is counting of all people, citizen and foreigners are alive at a certain date (the gaugitin) within certain
geographical borders (state border) The count includes collecting data on theirrafgmwognd social
characteristics

Conducting official censuses started in Egypt in the year 1882 in whighlgtion number was 6.7 million
people. The decennial censuses were applied since 1897 census till 1960 censu

In 1966, the first Population and Housing Census based on sampdimgowducted. It was followed in the year
1976, 1986, 1996 by censuses using the comprehensive enumeratem. dgtely, the 13th census of 2006
were conducted, its final results were issued in May 2008.

Population Census 2006

Census was performed by De Facto method which means counting individuaiadé they happen to be in
it in the counting night (20/21 November 2006) no matter they are permhabitants of this place or
temporary visitors.. Census covers all individuals and families inside the geogidmrders of A .R . E. Also

it covers data about internal immigration

Population censuses indicate that Egypt's population doubled for the firshiing the fifty year from 1897 till
1947 from 9.7 million people to 19 million people, and for the sgd¢imne during the thirty years from 1947 till
1976. The third doubling of population in Egypt took place from #ar ¥976 from 36.6 million people to 72.82
million people (inside the Republic) according to the final results of 2006igtam census.

Some Definitions

Census Building. Any building that is self contained and construatedland or water either permanently or
temporarily regardless of the construction materials used . It shouldbalgwepared for housing also be
prepared for housing or practicing any activity. The definitiovec® places where people live and / or work.
The census building is divided into a permissibility building (hutt, tergrave yard, a fixed trailer etc...) or

a regular building such as :

1 - Apartment block : a building made up of one or more floor eacindpawore than one apartment, also a
building made up of more than 5 floors is considered an apartmemt &en if each floor has just one
apartment.

2 — House: a building that has one floor or more up to 5 floors, eawhifss one apartment only or one or more
separate rooms.

3 -Villa: a separate building, usually made up of two floors with an iatestaircase usually with a park. It is
usually luxury housing. It is considered one housing unit.

4 - Country House: a building made up of one or two floor and ieslumhe or more rooms, It is usually was
built using raw bricks or mud. It is considered just one housimgregardless of how many families live in
it.

5 — Work Building : Building originally build for work where differeractivities are conducted such as
ministries, government departments, hospitals, schools, gas stdtaiaks, theaters, orphanages, prisons,
stores and garages..... etc.

6 — Commercial Center (Mall): A Modern kind of multi floor buildings spieeily built By this commercial
uses. Accordingly, it could be built

A — As an integrated commercial center where all its floors and componergsothare used for work. In
such case, floors are subdivided to areas for commercial, recreadimhaservices enterprises such as
boutiques, coffee shops, movies and theatrestc.

B - For both commercial and housing purpose. In such case a numiteflobrs could be divided into
housing units that could be all used for living or some could be usédticas dor lawyers, clinics for doctors
.. etc. with the rest of the building used for various commercial activities..

7 - Chalet : A building originally built for use in beach resorts and touniitages. It is made up of one floor
or more. Itis considered one housing unit like the villa or the countryehous

8 - Regular housing unit : Places originally prepared for housingh(as apartment, independent room, villa,
country house ...etc) An apartment typically has one or more rooms in addition to utilities (kitchen,
bathroom ...etc) they all have one private door.

9 - Public House .. : A place set up for the accommodation of people whithetayto make use of the house for
the service it is set up for such as (hotels, boarding rooms, priSbedters, hospital wards, university
hostels, etc.).

10 - Establishment : A fixed place for the practice of one or more economigtygcticcupied, settled by a
natural or judicial person (person or company).

PRICES

The commodities prices are of importance for studying of the continuously economic.
changes, so this section provides data on some alimentary and industrial products price
addition to both the consumer and producer price indices which reflect the change of goods a
services prices in retail and wholesale markets consider one of the important indicators used
measuring the inflation and its affect on accounting the national income by constant prices as w
as measuring the change of the real wages level excluding the effects of changes in prices.
Main source of these data is CAPMAS.

Some Definitions:

1 - Consumer Price Index: The CPI is a measure of the average change over time in the prices ¢
consumption items goods and services-that people buy for day-today living.

2 -Producers Price Index (PPI):It measures the change of local producer’s level of goods and
services. CAPMAS moves to produce the (PPI) starting from September 2007 instead
wholesale price index.

3 - Producers Price :( imported-local) it is the producer price inclusive of commodittaxes and
fees till delivered to the ports or factory door.

4 — Wholesale Price: it is the price of selling goods without change by wholesaler to retail selbr
to commercial and industrial establishments or the other whole sellers.

5 - Consumer Price (retail: it is the price of selling commodities by retail sellersr alike (similar)
to the final consumer to be as a personal or family consumption.

Some Definitions:

Balance of payments: is the statistical data which registers the economic transacts between the
local economy and the external world during a specified time. It includes the ecam transaction
between residents and non-residents such as the transactions related to commodities, servicesriaco

and the transactions include assets and financial liabilities with the external world.

The balance of payments transactions are divided into two groups of transactiong he current and

the capital transactions.

The net trade balance: lllustrates the relation between the total value of the state's extmand
imports. When the value of exports exceeds the value of imports the balance acki®wa surplus &

vice versa achieves a deficit when the imports value exceeds the exports value.



The net service balance: The margin between receipts and service payments, its important items are

represented in transportation, travel, investment income, governmental receipts & other payments.

The value of the traded securities in stock markets: The quantity of listed and traded securities in the

stock market x the daily closing price.

The Dollarization rate:

The percentage of deposits by foreign currencies (evaluated by dollar) to the total depoditslocal

currency.

Domestic debt owed by the government:

It represents the outstanding balance of government bonds & bills, the net balance of the gavment
accounts with the banking system and the government debt balance with the National Bstment

Bank..

Domestic debt owed by the economic authorities:

It represents their debt balance with the National Investment Bank. and their net balance of accounts

with the banking system.

Domestic debt owed by the National Investment Bank :

It represents the resources acquired by the bank from the social insurance funds, postal is&y
accounts, proceeds of investment certificates, and US dollar development bonds, minus blaéances
of debts owed by the government and economic authorities to the bank and its credit pms

with banks.
