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PREFACE

The Central Agency For Public Mobilization
And Statistics (CAPMAS) is the main source of
official data in the Arab Republic of Egypt, due
to the statistics and the importance of foreign
trade as one of the main pillars of planning and
sound economic development in the country, the
most important of the Egyptian national income
components and sources of economic growth.

Therefore, The Central Agency For Public
Mobilization and Statistics (CAPMAS) monthly
bulletin of foreign trade data To satisfy the needs
of the users and makers of policy

CAPMAS complies with the international
recommendations in order to improve data
coverage. Since January 2008, it began to
apply the general system including all custom
clearance system , which represents all
imported and exported commodity flows
through the Egyptian ports and applied the
manual statistics of the 10 digits of
(Harmonized Customs Tariff ) following a
presidential decree No. (39) of 2007 dated
(5th February ,2007).

Classification by Broad Economic Categories
(BEC) will be applied for the first time in this
monthly bulletin to differentiate among Food
groups, Industrial supplies, production equipment
and Durable and non-durable goods.

The classification includes 19 main
categories of economic categories that are
divided into sub categories for each main
category.

The BEC classification was designed as a
means of converting international trade data
based on the Standard Classification into
categories which categorized according to the
final use of goods to be useful within the system
of national accounts, ie , categories related to the
three basic categories of production goods,
intermediate goods and consumer goods.

For example, the fuel degree in the usage
and manufacturing table is classified according
to the "BEC" classification of the fuel

commaodity group divided into "fuel and primary
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- The harmonized customs tariff is aimed at
achieving the following purposes :

1- Make a standard description of commodities
to serve trade and productivity purposes.

2- Providing comparable data on international
trade for trade economic and international
negotiations.

3- Establishing a new structure for commodities
either by merging or breaking down and
providing details of the original chapters and
items to meet the demands of trade and
international statistics.

4- Developing customs tax structure to
implement the financial and economic
reform plan to cope with the economic and
social circumstances.

- The Foreign trade Monthly Bulletin Includes:
1- Trade Balance.
2- Exports and imports (according to ports).

3- Exports and imports (according to the
commodity groups and the most important
commodities).

4- Exports and imports (According to the
classification of economic groups Totals)

food and Agricultural according to
commodities )

6- Exports and imports ( The most important
of five largest countries according to
commaodities)

7- Exports and imports (according to
geographical regions and the most important
countries).

Since January 2008, CAPMAS began to
obtain the non-petroleum exports data from
data warehouse of the General Organization
for Exports and Imports Control (G.O.E.I.C).

First: Method and sources of Data collection

1-Exports data is provided by (G.O.E.I.C)
through a statistical form designed
specifically for this purpose.

2- Non-petroleum imports, are obtained through
Customs Authority website, through it’s
Central Administration of Statistics.

3-(Ministry of Petroleum and Mineral
Resources, Customs and the General
Authority for the control of imports and
exports) are the source of petroleum exports

and imports data.*”

4-Ministry of Electricity and Energy is the
source of export and import energy data.

Second: Coverage

1-The publication includes all customs
clearances systems, including foreign
trade free zones, the stored commodities
in customs warehouses, and exports and
imports according to temporarily
admission systems or drawback (general
trade system).

2- Table No. (10) of trade exchange
between A.R.E and Arab countries in the
field of Electric Power was inserted since
July 2008.
