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General indicators

Distributed (exports + consumed) of domestic cotton:

Total distributed of cotton reached 0.7 million M.K at the beginning of the season
(September 2019) until the end of May 2020, versus 1.4 million M.K in the previous season with
a decline of 49.9 %. Exports amount reached a Percentage of 84.5 % of the total distributed

while consumed amount proportion reached 15.6%.

EXxports:

» Exported cotton amount during (March / May2019) reached 195.2 thousand M.K versus 510.2
thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season with a decline of 61.7% by value
0.4 million pounds versus 1.1 million pounds for the same period of the previous season with a
decline of 66.7%.

* India was the largest importer of Egyptian cotton where exported quantity reached 101.8
thousand M.K at a percentage 52.1% of the total exported quantity during this period.

» Exported cotton amount 0.6 million M.K at the beginning of the season until the end
of May 2020, versus 1.3 million M.K in the previous season with a decline of 54.3 % by value
1.1 billion pound versus 2.7 Billion Pound in the previous season a decline 59.5 %.

Consumed:

» Total amount of consumed domestic cotton reached 72.7 thousand M.K (March / May 2020)
versus to 38.0 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season with an increase of
91.5 %.

» Consumption focuses during this period for long and middle varieties, as its consumed reports,
reached 58.1 thousand M.K at a percentage 79.9% of the total consumer cotton.

* The most domestic consumed quantities during this period of high-quality grades (Good),
reached 53.6 thousand M.K at a percentage 73.7 % of the total consumed cotton.

» Total amount of consumed domestic cotton reached 107.1 thousand M.K From the beginning
of the season to the end of May 2020 versus 100.3 thousand M.K for the same period of the

previous season with an increase of 6.8%.



e Total of imported cotton at Local spinners during ( March / May 2020 ) reached 114.5
thousand M.K versus 103.5 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season with

an increase 10.7% The total consumption of imported cotton with Local spinners was 199.4
thousand M.K from the first season until May 2020, compared to 338.9 thousand MK for the

same period of the previous season with a decline of 41.1%.

Steam pressed:

e The amount of cotton that has been steam pressed reached 114.7 thousand M.K during
(March / May 2020) versus 384.9 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season
with a decline of 70.2%. Most pressed quantities are of Giza 94, reached 63.8 thousand M.K
by 55.6 %. of the total steam pressed cotton during this period. « The amount of cotton that has
been steam pressed reached 1.1 million M.K From the beginning af the season to the end of
May 2020 versus 2.2 million M.K for the same period of the previous season with a decline of
48.9%.

Most pressed quantities are of Giza 94, reached 811.5 thousand M.K at a percentage 70.9 % of

the total steam pressed cotton from the beginning af the season to the end of May 2020

Ginned:

* The amount of ginned cotton reached 142.1 thousand M.K during (March / May 2020) versus
382.6 thousand M.K for the same period of the previous season with a decline of 62.9% Most
ginned quantities is high — quality grades (G/F.G ) reached 76.2 thousand M.K by 53.6 % of the
total Ginned cotton during this period. The amount of ginned cotton 1.4 million M.K from the
begining season until the end of May 2020 versus to 2.5 million M.K for the same period of the

previous season with a decline of 43.5% .
