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Methodology

The development of the transport facility is one of
the main factors contributing to economic
progress, serving the movement of internal and
external goods and passengers in each governorate

and thus represents the lifeline of any place.

First: The purpose of the bulletin:

The aim of the bulletin is to give a cumulative
digital image of the total number of vehicles in
Egypt of all types distributed to the different
regions and governorates according to the type of
license, type of fuel and the load of transport

vehicles and trailers.

Second: Bulletin Periodical:

The Bulletin is issued semi—annually.

Third: Data Source

Management of traffic information systems
(Ministry of Interior) from the inventory of all
vehicles in various departments and departments

in all governorates of the Republic.

Fourth: Definitions and concepts used

The international definitions and concepts of
the UN Transport Glossary have been used in
addition to the definitions and conditions of the

type of license in accordance with the Traffic Law.
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1- Vehicles:

Vehicles that are registered on a given date in a
place and are licensed to be used on open
roads. This definition includes vehicles that are
exempt from annual taxes or license fees. It
also includes imported used cars and other
vehicles according to national laws and does

not include military vehicles.
2- Vehicle:

Each vehicle is wheeled (tires) designed for

road.

3— Car / Vehicle:

A wheeled car (tires) used for road transport
and has several types according to the type of
license (private cars, taxi, attached,
commercial, temporary, customs, diplomatic

body).

A — Private cars:

Cars are licensed for personal use (owners),
which are not owned by individuals or

companies.
B - Taxis:
A passenger car is licensed for hire with a

driver without previously scheduled routes.

The method of renting is usually as follows:
(1) give a signal in the street.
(2) ride the taxi in its designated position.

(3) phoning for a taxi.
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C - Supplementary:

The caravan is a sedan designed for housing and is
driven by a motor vehicle which uses a large
covered vehicle for recreational purposes. It is not
used for the carriage of goods or passengers and
excludes trailers with a built-in trailer which is a
trailer for the carriage of goods and the conditions

ofits license to pass through the following:
(1) The number of its interlocutors shall not exceed two.

(2) The dimensions may not exceed (length =5 m,

width = 2.5 total height of the earth = 3 m).

(3) The length of the vehicle and the attachment

shall not exceed 12 meters.

(4) There must be a means of braking the

attachment (Caravan).

D. Trade and temporary:

Commercial: Vehicles whose owners engage in the
manufacture, trade, import or repair of cars or
vehicles shall be granted when the holder of the
license or the public person is restricted to such

capacity in the commercial register.

Temporary: The vehicle is granted a temporary
license for those who want to transfer the
registration procedures from one passage to

another.
E. Customs:

Vehicles that have not been handled with customs,
where temporary fees are paid until customs duties
are paid or paid for another time or return to the

next country.
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F-Diplomatic Body:

Vehicles registered on behalf of diplomatic bodies
and their members.

4— Bus and minibus:

A riding car is equipped with a motor to
transport more than 24 people (including the
driver) and passengers can be seated or
standing.

5- Microbus:

A passenger sedan with a motor and nine or
more people (including the driver).

6- Transportation vehicles:

A car specially designed to transport goods
and has a box (open - locked - with sides — flat)
and include the following types:

(A) Cars for the transport of light goods with a
total weight not exceeding 3500 kg and
designed for the transport of goods such as
closed freight vehicles and light trucks.

(B) Cars for the transport of heavy goods with
a total weight exceeding 3500 kg and designed
for the transport of goods.

7- Agricultural tractor:

A motorized vehicle designed for agricultural
purposes to use open roads for public traffic.
8- Trailer:

A non-motorized vehicle is designed to be
towed by a motor vehicle except for

agricultural trailers and caravans.
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9- Agricultural trailer:

Are mainly designed for agricultural purposes
to be towed by an agricultural tractor, whether
or not permitted by the use of open roads for
public traffic.

10- Motorcycle (motorcycle):

A motor vehicle with two or three wheels. Its
design is not in the form of a vehicle and is
intended to transport people or objects.

11- Tuk Tuk:

A motor vehicle with three wheels for
transporting people.

12— Heavy equipment:

Designed for heavy lifting, road construction,
paving, excavation and construction.

13- Urban Governorates:

(El-Giza, Beni Suef, El-Fayoum, El-Menia)
and the governorates of Upper Egypt (El-Giza,
Beni Suef, Fayoum, El-Menia, Assiut, Sohag,
Qena, Aswan, Luxor). The border
governorates include Red Sea, New Valley,
Matrouh, North Sinai, South Sinai.

Fifth: The symbols used
