1- Study of the Covered drain and Comparing them with area Cultivated land area .

2-Estimating the amounts of irrigation water used for each Governorate and water
needs in Canals Spouts and Aswan .

3-Distribution reused Wells Water and Agricultural drain.

Fifth: the used definitions:

1-The drains are divided into :

A) - Uncovered drains: It is a deep waterway to withdraw excess water and ends into a
lake or sea .

B) - Covered drains: It is a horizontal pipes buried in the ground at a certain level , have
holes , with vertical pipes attached on it , it also have holes to withdraw excess water
2- Sources of covered drain water.

A) - Excess irrigation water and soil washing.

B) - Leakage of waterways. .

C) - Leakage behind and in front of the barrages and Facilities/areas. irrigation .

D) - Leakage of water from the high areas.

G) - Vertical leakage.

3-Winter season crops:

Crops grown in the period (September to November) and ripen through Winter,

the most important of which are Wheat, Barley, Onions, Beans, Lentils, Fenugreek,
Llupine, Chickpeas, Alfalfa, flax.

4- Summer Season Crops
Crops grown in the period (February-May) and ripen during Summer Months, the
most important of which are cotton in lower and middle Egypt and Sugar cane in Upper
and middle Egypt then Maize and Rice.



5-Nile Season Crops

Crops grown in the period (July-August), the most important of them are Maize and

Rice .

6-Fruit areas: Spaces standing throughout the Year divided into Fruit.

A) Deciduous Fruit Such as Grapes - Pears — Apricot - Peach - Apples - Figs -
Pomegranate — Plum.

B) Permanent Foliage Fruit, Such as:

Mandarin - Oranges- Salty lemon — Rough lime — Sour oranges - Grapefruit - Mango -
Banana — Guava- Olive — Prickly pear - Other citrus (Kiwi — Papaya ..Etc).

7-Watery Ration:

It is the The relationship between the Amount of used Water and cultivated reins, The
Amount of Water needed for each Crop calculated by multiplying the water ration in it's
cultivated Areas , and it is divided into:

A) Field ration :

The Amount of Water that actually given to Irrigate unit Area for a particular Crop in
the Field and this includes losses result from leakage and excess surface .

B) Canal Ration : It's more than field ration by losses in the canals through evaporation or
leakage ranging between 10% and 20%.

C) Aswan Ration:

The amount of water needed to drain at Aswan to Irrigate required areas

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General indicators

First: drains lengths:

Lengths of covered drains reached 599.16 Thousand kilometers in 2017 compared to
598.12 cubic thousand kilometers in 2016, an inecrease of 0.2 %, Behera governorate
ranked the first as the lengths of drains reached 101.56 thousand kilometers, Sharkia
governorate follows it as it reached 74.96 thousand kilometers and Suez Governorate

ranked the last as lengths of drain in it reached 0.28 thousand kilometers .

Second: The amounts of used irrigation water in the field:

The amount of irrigation water in the field reached 41.92 cubic billion meters in 2017
compared to 43.66 cubic billion meters in 2016, an decrease rate of 4.0 %

Due to of the decrease of cultivated area in Winter Season.

1-Winter season crops:

Winter season uses 11.21 cubic billion meters of water, equal to 26.7 % of the
amount of used water for irrigation, as crop area of this season reached 5115 thousand
feddan representing 44.2 % of the total crops area .

2- Summer season crops:

Summer season uses 25.93 cubic billion meters of water equal to 61.8 % of the amount of
used water in irrigation, as the crop area of these season reached 5603 thousand feddan
representing 48.4 % of the total crop area

3- Nile season crops:

Nile season used about 970 cubic billion meters of water equal to 2.3 % of the amount of
used water for irrigation, as crop area of this season reached 317 thousand feddan

representing 2.8% of the total crop area.
4- Fruit

The amount of used water for growing fruit 3.82 cubic billion meters equal to of the amount of
used water for irrigation as the cultivated area with fruits 9.1 %. reached 536 thousand

feddan representing 4.6 % of the total area



Third: The amount of used water for crops irrigatation and drained
water in Aswan.

1- The amount of water in entrances of canals reached 46.09 cubic billion meters
in 2017compared to 44.47 cubic billion meters in 2016, an increase rate of 3.6%
2- Amount of water in Aswan reached 50.04 cubic billion meters in 2017 compared to

44.66 cubic billion meters in 2016, an increase rate of 7.3 % .

Fourth: wells water and reused drains :

1) The amount of used wells water for irrigating of the three seasons and fruit reached
18.26 cubic thousand meters In 2017 compared to 27.74 cubic thousand meters in 2016, an
decrease rate of 34.2. %

2) The amount of recycled drain water used in agriculture reached 6.07 cubic thousand

.meters in 2017 compared to 5.56 cubic thousand meters in 2016, a increase of 9.1%

Fifth: the efficiency of water delivery to the three crops and fruits:

Water delivery efficiency for winter crops:
- The water delivery efficiency of the wheat crop was 88%, the barley 70% and the

whole mature beans 96%

Water delivery efficiency for summer crops:
- The efficiency of delivery of water for cotton crop was 91%, sugar cane 92% and

vegetables 84%

Water delivery efficiency of Nile crops:
- The water delivery efficiency of maize crop was 96%, onion was 90% green feed

Water delivery efficiency for fruit crops:

-Water delivery efficiency reached 93% Falling leafy fruits and Evergreen fruits was 88%
