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Statistical methodology

I. The aim of the report:

The report aims to identify:

- Fire accidents, their causes, the places where they occur and the losses resulting
from them, by providing the correct statistical information documented at the level
of the governorates of the Republic.

- Distribution of this data at the geographical level for the purpose of monitoring
statistical indicators and making comparisons.

Il. The periodicity of the report:

- The report is issued annually for a calendar year starting from the first of January to
the end of December.

I11. Sources for collecting the statement:

- Administrative records from the Ministry of the Interior - the General Department
of Civil Protection (the Fire Agency) - the Department of Oversight of Fire
Services.

IVV. Definitions and concepts used:

- Time series:

A set of readings taken for a given phenomenon in a specific time period, usually
equal time periods.

- Civil Defense (Civil Protection):

It is agency that conduct a set of procedures and actions necessary to protect lives,
public and private properties, and the environment from the dangers of fire and
disasters. It also works to secure and safe transportation and public facilities, as
well as educating individuals about the tasks of civil protection.

- Fire accidents:

These are accidents that usually result from the exposure of
installations, housing and public places to a fire in them,

which results in serious damage to lives and public and private property.



- Thefire:
It is a continuous chemical reaction that often arise from the oxidation of the
combustible oxygen medium, as this results in thermal energy, forming flame and
smoke.

- Neglect:
It is not taking the necessary precautions and care when using the violating energy
sources, which leads to a fire.

- Mayors:
Any person intentionally set fires for various reasons, including sabotage, personal
motivation, etc.

- Accidental fire:

It is the increase in the temperature of the material internally without the presence
of an external heat source until the temperature of the material reaches its ignition
point.

- Industrial fire:

It is the fire caused by throwing a burning object.

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The most important statistical indicators

Number of incidents of fire at the level of the Republic 49341 accidents
in 2022 compared to 51533 accidents in 2021 decreased reached 4.3%.

According to criminal case, Casual comes in the first place of fire accidents
with 11470 accidents at 23.2%, followed by Neglecting fire with 5562 accidents
at 11.3 % during 2022.

Main causes of fire are industrial fires (cigarette butts, sulfur sticks, burning
materials, etc.) with 14479 accidents at 29.3%, electric fire or friction sparks
with 9407 accidents at 19.1% of the total fire causes of.

Ground space (garbage and residues) came in the forefront of fire occurring
places with 21500 accidents at 43.6%, followed by Residential buildings with
a rate of 17029 accidents at 34.5 %.

At governorates level Cairo comes first in terms of fire accidents with
a number of 5840 accidents by 11.8%, followed by Giza with 4157 accidents by
8.4% and in the last rank North Sinai with 104 accidents and 0.2% of total

fire accidents.

At the level of months of the year May recorded the first rank of fire accidents
at the level of months of the year with 6147 accidents by 12.5%, followed by
June with 4981 accidents by 10.1% and finally February with 3133 accidents
by 6.3% of total fire accidents.

The number of fire accidents victims reached 203 deaths in 2022 compared to
252 deaths in 2021, a decrease by 19.4% from 2021, the number of injured
reached 855 injured in 2022, compared to 824 injured in 2021,a increase by
3.8% from 2021.
