Business owners are not allowed to
employ foreigners unless obtaining this license. The country
facilitate procedures for work licenses for foreigners in Egypt to

attract small investors and establish small projects in Egypt.

Number of Foreigners who have a license
to employ in private and investment sectors in
Egypt reached 13331 foreigners (10735 Male by
80.5%, 2596 Female by 19.5%) of different
nationalities in 2022, compared to 11718

foreigners in 2021, with a an increase of 13.8%.

Number of Foreigners who have a license to
employ in Egypt for the first time was 6286
foreigners by 47.2%, and the foreigners with
renewed contracted 7045 foreigners by 52.8% in
2022, and were distributed according to country
of origin groups, nationality, main occupational
divisions and destination of issuing work
licenses in governorates and economic activity

categories as follows:

1- In terms of country of origin:

Asian  countries (non-Arab) European
countries represent the largest number of total
number of foreigners Employees in private and
investment sectors reached 4762 foreigners by
35.7%, most of them from India with 1205
foreigners by 25.3% and China with 1085
foreigners by 22.8%. Followed by European
countries with 4054 foreigners by 30.4%, most
of them from Russian with 1040 foreigners by
25.7%, and United Kingdom with 799 foreigners
by 19.7% in 2022.

Arab countries with 2755 foreigners by
20.7%, mostly from Syria with 965 foreigners by
35% and Lebanon with 515 foreigners by 18.7%,
Followed by American countries with 992
foreigners by 7.4%, most of them from USA with
596 foreigners by 60.1% and Canada 257
foreigners by 25.9%, Followed by African
countries (Non-Arab) with 585 foreigners by
4.4%, while Oceania countries represent the
lowest numbers which reached 96 foreigners only
by 0.7% of the total number of Foreigners who
have a license to employ in private and

investment sectors in 2022.

2. In terms of major occupations Divisions:

Professionals  represent the largest
number of Foreign Employees with 4354
foreigners by 32.7% followed by Legislators,
Senior officials and Managers with 4020
foreigners by 30.2%, Then Technicians and
Specialist Assistants with 2447 foreigners with
18.4 % of the total number of Foreigners who
have a license to employ in private and

investment sectors in 2022

3- In terms of Destination of issuing work

licenses in governorates:

Labor force directorates are the first in
terms of issuing licenses for foreigners working
in the private and investment sector in Egypt in
2022. The number of licenses to employ in

issued reached 6661 licenses by 50%.
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Cairo governorate ranked the first in terms of

the number of foreigners who have a license to

employ in it, which reached 4540 foreigners by

34.1% followed by Giza with 662 foreigners by
5%, followed by Marsa Matruh with 620 foreigners
by 4.7% followed by Red Sea by 306 foreigners by

2.3% of the total number of Foreigners who have a

license to employ in private and investment sectors

in 2022.

Investment offices ranked the second with 4588
by 34.4%, then Companies office with 1136
licenses by 8.5% followed by Petroleum office
with 946 by 7.1% of the total number of
Foreigners who have a license to employ in

private and investment sectors in 2022.

4. In terms of economic activity categories:

Arts, entertainment and recreation activities

represented the largest number of foreign
workers, with 3066 foreigners by 23%, followed
by Manufacturing activity with 2880 foreigners
by 21.6%, then Education activities with 1653
foreigners by 12.4% then Mining and quarrying
activity with 1003 by 7.5%, of the total number of
Foreigners who have a license to employ in the

private sector and investment in 2022.
