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Statistical Methodology

I. The bulletin objective:

The bulletin objective is to identify the lengths of road networks, the number of bridges
of all types and the number of tunnels in the country.
And monitoring the development in the network of roads, bridges, and tunnels, which is an
important infrastructure facility for the state, where roads and the bridges and tunnels
interspersed through them are major arteries in building countries, creating new urban
societies and advancing development as a measure of progress and advancement of
countries.

II. Bulletin Periodicity:

The Bulletin is issued every two years.

III.Data Sources:

1. General Authority for Roads and Bridges, followed by roads
(main and express), which connects the governorates.
2. New Urban Communities Authority It is followed by roads within the new urban
communities.
3. Directorates of roads / localities all over the country
governorates, followed by (the internal roads).
4.  Egypt National Railways Authority.
5. Ministry of Water Resources and Irrigation.
6.  National Authority for Tunnels.
7.  Suez Canal Authority.

IV. Terms and definitions used:

1. Road: It is a land strip for pedestrians and vehicles.

2. Dirt road: it is unpaved road.

3. Paved road: It is a road covered with asphalt or concrete tiles and may contain
sidewalks and infrastructure depending on the location and type of service it
provides.

4. Roads network: Roads that makes movement possible for both pedestrians and

vehicles.



. Single Road: A road consisting of two or three lanes that does not separate the
two directions and serves slow or medium traffic areas and the volume of traffic is
not dense.

. Double Road: It is a multi-lane road (at least two lanes in each direction) in
which the two directions are separated (using: concrete barriers, perchlorate, etc.)
with high speeds and heavy traffic sizes, with intersections and back-up.

. Circular Road: A road that serves a particular city or region so that it surrounds
them and passes on the roads that link them to other cities.

. Regional Road: A road through a number of governorates (two or more) can be
single or double.

. Free Roads: they are double arterial roads (passing through more than one
governorate) with complete control over traffic and do not have any intersections
as all their intersections are through bridges and tunnels, and the design speed is

not less than 120 km / hour.

10.Fast Roads: they are double arterial roads with partial control of traffic and on

them there are some intersections or turns and are designed at speeds of not less

than 100 km / h.

11.Major Roads: They are arterial roads with surface intersections at the same level

as the road and are designed at speeds of less than90 km / h

12.Local roads: are the areas located within the limits of the responsibilities of the

governorates and localities and the main job It has access to the lands adjacent to

the road network and it serves the short-length traffic.

13.Concession right: it is a contract according to which an agreement is

concluded between the authority that owns the road in another direction

(company - authority - ... etc.) to give

14. the right to collect transit fees (cart) and weights (overweight fines) with the

knowledge of this other party in exchange for a percentage of the revenues,
provided that these are based The agency has some tasks such as road

management and maintenance



15.Upper bridge: It is constructed of reinforced concrete and is higher than the level
of the ground, (higher than a waterway or a railway) and shaping like a curve, then
slopes to the ground either for pedestrians or vehicles.

16.Fixed bridge: It is constructed of reinforced concrete along the ground over the
canals or drains.

16. Moving bridge: It is a passage or crossing used for the crossing of pedestrians

and cars across lakes or rivers, and it can be moved locally or partially to make

enough passage for the sailing ships.

17. Layer Type: the density of trains on the line (Railways).

18. Bridge of the epididymis: it is established under the road (a semi-tunnel), its
purpose is to be a passage of water and usually serves flood.

19. Pipes Bridge: It is constructed of reinforced concrete and is a large pipe and its
purpose is to pass the water and be on a canal or drain.

20. Tunnel bridge: Constructed from reinforced concrete below the level of the road
and be a path for pedestrians and light transport.

21.Metal Bridge: It is a bridge constructed of metal units connected to each other by
welding or nails.

22. The Mine: It is the hanging bridge.

23. The Tunnel: an underground passageway greater than twice its width, under the
surface of the earth, closed on all sides except for an opening at each end

24. The pipeline: a passage for passing gas and oil lines down the road.

25. Axis: It is a road that contains a bridge, a tunnel, or both, and it has two

directions, and each direction has more than one lane.

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The Most Important Statistical Indicators

The total length of the road network (paved and dirt) at the level of the Republic
reached 152.9 thousand km in 2021/2022. According to the implementation and
supervision authorities

The total length of the paved road network at the level of the Republic reached

124.9 thousand km in 2021/2022.

The total length of the dirt road network at the left of the republic reached 28

thousand km in 2021/2022.

According to the dependency, the length of the roads network of the General

Authority for Roads and Bridges reached 28.8 thousand km, or 18.8%, the length of

the road network of the Roads directorates / localities reached 106.1 thousand km,

or 69.4%, and the length of the road network of the New Urban Communities

Authority reached 17.1 thousand km or 11.2% in 2021/2022.

Total number of bridges at the level of the Republic was 46016 bridges, including
40263 bridges of the Ministry of Water Resources and Irrigation by 87.5 %, 2334
bridges belonging to the General Authority for Roads and Bridges by 5.1%,2284
bridges of the Directorate of Roads / Localities in the governorates by 5%,174
bridges of the new urban communities by 0.4 %, 939 bridge continued Of the
National Railways Authority of Egypt by 2 %, and 7 bridges of the Suez Canal by
0.02%, 15 National Authority for Tunnels by 0.03% of the total in 2021/2022.

According to the usage, the number of footbridges 9 bridges by 0.4%,vehicle
bridges reached 1192 by 51.1%, and 1133 other bridges by 48.5% of the total
Number of bridges belonging to the General Authority for Roads and Bridges in
2021/2022.

Total number of tunnels according to the dependency reached 241 tunnels, including

66 tunnels of the Directorates of Roads / Localities by 27.4%,139 tunnels of the

General Authority for Roads and Bridges by 57.7%, 24 tunnels of the New Urban

Communities Authority by 10.0%, 5 tunnels of Suez Canal Authority by 2.1%, 7

tunnels of the National Authority for Tunnels by 2.9% of the total in 2021/2022.

According to the usage, the number of vehicle tunnel reached 39 by 16.2%,

footbridges 202 bridges by 83.8 % of the total in 2021/2022.
