V: Conditions for granting the patent:

1- Novelty:
The subject matter of the invention is new

and has not been published or advertised
in any way or traded in the markets.

2. Innovative or Creative Step:

The invention shall not be obvious to the
specialist in the same field.
3. Industrial applicability:

The idea should be industrially applicable
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VI: Duration of Protection (Patent

Trademarks):
1. The patent shall protect its owner for the

protection of its invention for 20 years
from the date of filing the patent
application. It cannot be manufactured,
used, distributed or sold for commercial
purposes without  the consent of the
inventor.

2. Trademarks shall extend the legal
protection of registration for 10 years from
the date of application and may be renewed
at the end of every 10 years.

VII: Definitions and Concepts:

1- Invention: It is every good and useful
idea never that have never published before
and industrially applicable on the ground.

2- Patents:

Is an exclusive right granted to the
inventor, who is in the invention of the
three conditions for obtaining that patent
which are novelty, innovation and
industrial applicability and issued through
the Egyptian Patent Office.

3- Egyptian Patent Office:

It is established in 1951 by Law 132 and
followed by the Academy of Scientific
Research and Technology since 1971. The
new Intellectual Property Law No. 82 of
2002 was issued, which added protection to
some fields of protection, namely utility and
industrial designs. The Patent Office was
developed in 2013, It is the first Arabic
international and regional office to examine
patents internationally and in Arabic.

Its objectives include:

A - Protection of inventions submitted to the
Office by Egyptians or foreigners through the
issuance of patent certificates.

B. Encouraging university professors and
researchers in research and development
centers, specialists in production sectors,
services, innovators and inventors in the
society to register their inventions and the
results of their industrially applicable
innovations.

(C) Transfer of knowledge and information
contained in patents of technological
information for practitioners scientific
research and specialists in the field of
production to support the transfer and
development of technology to serve the
objectives of economic and social
development.
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4- Paris International Convention:

Is the first convention for the protection of
industrial property in the world. It was
signed in Paris, France, in 1983, and serves
as the basic constitution for the
international  protection of industrial
property, followed by the TRIPS
Agreement which is one of the conventions
of the International Intellectual Property
Organization. It includes the basic rules of
international protection for all elements of
industrial property, One of which, by virtue
of accession to this Convention, Member
States shall form a Union for the Protection
of Industrial Property of (Patents, Utility
Models, Industrial Designs, Trademarks,
Data of the origin) and where the applicant
is entitled to his country to obtain
precedence (over 12 months) and is entitled
to progress in another country who is a
member of the Convention retaining the
first submission of the request

5- Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT):
International  Patent  Filing  System:
Patent Cooperation Treaty (PCT):
The PCT was concluded in 1970 and
revised in 1979 and amended in 1984 and
2001. The Paris Convention on the
Protection of Industrial Property can be
acceded to by the member states of the
Paris Convention on the Protection of
Industrial Property, an international treaty
administered by the World Intellectual
Property Organization (WIPO) ,in which
148 countries joined as members in Paris
Convention.
The treaty allows the patent protection of
patents to be sought in a large number of
countries and simultaneously by filing a
single (international) patent application
rather than filing several separate national
or regional applications.
Advantages of the PCT for the applicant:
A- The applicant may deposit his
application with the competent regional
authority as a receiving office, provided
that the effect of the application is in
foreign countries and that the applicant has
more time to choose those countries in
which he wishes to protect his invention. In
this case, he will spend less money In the
pre-patent
B) Sufficient to submit one application (an
international application) within one year.
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(C) To decide whether it is worthwhile for him tc
continue his efforts and if he decides that it is
futile and refuses to continue the proceedings
he shall save all subsequent expenses.

6. Innovation and invention Development

Agency:

The Innovation and invention Development

Agency was established in 1976 and follows the

Academy of Scientific Research and

Technology in 1978, a unique device in Africa

and the Arab world.

Objectives:

(A)- Developing innovative awareness and
encouraging innovations and inventions that

lead to the mobilization of innovative
capacities.

( B)-Contributing to the coordination of national
efforts to develop innovative capabilities,
especially among young innovators through
supporting scientific clubs and federations
of inventors and national private associations
and the establishment of exhibitions and
competitions annually to choose the best
innovations and inventions and award
winners various prizes in cash and in kind.

(C)- Highlighting the characteristics of
distinguished Egyptian inventions and
innovation through various media, organizing
exhibitions, holding meetings and workshops

(D)- Production of the first models of innovations

and inventions that lead to the generation of
national technology

(E) Working to inform and encourage investment
authorities and organizations on how to adopt
innovations and inventions in various fields
and find the right market for them, and the
introduction of new products to the market
and benefit from the return within the rules of
regulation and encouraging.

7. World Intellectual Property Organization:
World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPO)

Is a specialized agency of the United Nations,
based in Geneva, Switzerland, founded in
1967. The World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPQ) supervising the
implementation of two treaties:
(A) First, copyright is protected.
(B) The second protects patents, trademarks and
other original creations.
The administrative agencies based on the
implementation of the two treaties were
unified in 1893 and replaced by WIPO
when the organization was established in
1967. It became a United Nations agency in
1974. WIPO considers intellectual property
as an important tool for the development of
all countries (economic-socio-cultural)
This vision is crystallized in its mission to
promote the effective use and protection of
intellectual property throughout the world
through:
(1) To promote the culture of intellectual

property.
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(2) integrating intellectual property into

national development policies and programs.

(3) Development of international intellectual
.property laws and standards

(4) providing high-quality services within the
framework of global intellectual property
.protection activities

(5) improve the efficiency of WIPQO's
.management and support work

(6) WIPO's core missions and program
activities are all directed towards achieving.

8 - Eqypt's relationship with the World
Intellectual Property Organization:

The World Intellectual Property Organization
(WIPO) adopted the Egyptian Patents Office
as an international body under the PCT in
September 2009, so the Egyptian Office
will accept applications for patents from all
over the world.

VIlI: Trademark:

Trademark Administration was established in
1940 after the issuance of Law No. 57 of
1939 for the Protection of Trademarks which
is one of the departments of the Commercial
Registration Authority which is part of the
intellectual property rights in Egypt. The
mark and design represent part of the
commercial activity through which the identity
of the product or service is known Provided in
the form of commercial activity and interfere
in regulating the relationship between the
consumer and any commercial entity in the
form of protection granted against fraud,
imitation or disinformation.

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General indicators

1- Applications for patents:

- Total number of applications for Egyptians and
foreigners reached 1914 in 2022 compared to 2225
in 2021, with an increase of 14 %.

-The total number of applications of Egyptians 589
applications in 2022 compared to 881 applications
in 2021, with an increase of 33.1%.

-The total number of applications for foreigners 1325
applications, 69.2% of the total in 2022 compared
to 1344 applications in 2021, with an increase of
1.4%.

2- Patents granted:

-Total patents granted to Egyptians and foreigners
by the Egyptian Patent Office in accordance with
the international classification 512 patents in 2022
of which 28.3% were in the field of chemistry and
metals, followed by humanitarian needs at 21.9%,
followed by the field of formation and
transportation by 18.2%.

- The number of patents granted to Egyptians by the
Egyptian Patent Office in accordance with
international agreements was 102 patents,
representing 19.9% of the total in 2022 compared
to 63 patents in 2021 with a decrease of 61.9%.

-The number of patents granted to foreigners. by the
Egyptian Patent Office in accordance with the
international agreements reached 410 patents with
80.1% Of the total in 2022 compared to 445 patents
in 2021 with an increase of 7.9 %.

-The number of patents granted to foreigners in
accordance with the Paris Treaty reached 19
patents with 3.7% of the total patents granted to
Egyptians and foreigners in 2022.

-The number of patents granted to foreigners under
the PCT was 391 patents, representing 76.4% of
the total In 2022 compared to 428 patents in 2021
with an increase by 8.6%.

3-Applications for trademarks:

-The number of applications for trademarks reached
in 2022 compared to 30423 applications in 2021
with an increase of 17.7%.

-The number of applications submitted by Egypt to
obtain the trademarks was 25713 applications,
representing 84.5% of the total applications
submitted in 2022 Compared with 28448
applications in 2021, with an increase of 9.6%.

-The number of trademarks granted to Egyptians
and foreigners from the Egyptian Trademarks
Office reached 11869 trademarks in 2022 against
10997 a 2021 brand with an increase of 7.9%.

-Egypt ranked first, with 9070 brands representing
76.4% of the trademarks issued by the Egyptian
Trademark Office «followed by the USA with 888
brands with 7.5%, followed by UAE with 299
brands with 2.5% of total Trademarks granted in
2022.
