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PREFACE

The Consumer Price Index ( CPI ) is one of the most important
statistical and economic indicators as it is related to the daily life of people
as well as the decisions making processes and economic policies .

( CPIl) reflects the changes in the levels of prices of commodities
and services at the retail market as one of important indicators of inflation.
It is also considered an important tools used for GDP calculation with fixed
prices, in addition to measure changes in real wages levels after eliminating
price changes effect.

The first series of ( CPl ) was published in 1914 named household
expenditure index using the fiscal year 1913/ 1914 as a base period and
covering Cairo city only. At January 1940 the second series was published
with the same name by using 1939 as a base period. The third series began
at July 1967 named (CPI ) by using the fiscal year 1966/1967 as a base
period and covering 11 cities and 6 rural areas. The fourth series published
at July 1988 by using the fiscal year 1986/1987 as a base period and
covering all Egypt governorates. The series of (CPI) continued until the
ninth series which published on September 2010 by using January 2010 as
a base period.

CAPMAS hopes that the new series of the (CPI) will be helpfull
researchers, planners and policy makers.

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Methodology:

Main characteristics for the new series of
Consumer Price Index ( CPI).

1- Prelude :

What is the Consumer Price Index? CPI is
the measure of the average change over time in
the prices of consumption items - goods and
services - that people buy for the every day
life.

CAPMAS releases the 9" series of con_
sumer price index (CPI ) starting from August
2010.

2- Scope
CAPMAS produces indices for eight
geographic areas, which are :
- Cairo - Canal cities
- Alexandria - Frontier gov.
- Urban Lower Egypt - Rural Lower Egypt
- Urban Upper Egypt - Rural Upper Egypt.
In addition, CAPMAS produces aggregate
indices for all Urban, all Rural, and all Egypt.

3- Periodicity
(a) Periodicity of price Collection

—Food, industrial commodities and services
prices are collected monthly for urban and
rural areas from the 1st to the 28™ of each
month. The No of outlets is (10085) for urban
and (4337) for rural areas.

— For commodity groups characterized by rapid
price fluctuations, the prices are collected
weekly; examples of such groups are
(vegetables, fruits, fresh meat, poultry, fresh
fish, birds, eggs).

(b) Publishing periodicity

The Bulletin is released monthly on the
tenth day of each month following the
reference month.
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4- Index base period
Prices of January 2010 are used as
base period for the new CPI series.

5- Linking CPI Series
—The CPl series compilation for the
months from January 2010 to July 2010

have used the weights of the Household,
Income, Expenditure and Consumption

survey ( HIEC ) for the year 2008/2009
and the prices of January 2010 as a
base month.

— Compiling a CPI series from December
2009 to August 2009 using the same
base period, but moving backwards.

— So there are two CPI series for the fiscal
year beginning from July 2009 to June
2010 using two different base periods
(January 2007 and January 2010).

— The first series is based on a basket of
goods and services and weights
derived from the (2004/2005) HIEC
survey according to the updated
prices, While the second series is
based on a basket of new goods and
services, and weights derived from the
(2008/2009) HIEC survey.

6- Classification

The CPI is published according to The
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International  Classification of individual
Consumption by Purpose (COICOP-HBS 33,0115 (COICOP-HBS 2003) o i) s
2003), which is included in the National ax N3AY e Haliall A il Gllual) oLy

Accounts System (SNA, 1993). COICOP is a
recommended  classification by  many
international organizations as the International
Labor Force organization (ILO) and
International Monetary Fund (IMF). COICOP
is also used in the International Comparison

Program (ICP).
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CPl is published in (12) divisions,

(43) main qgroups, (97) class,

(174) sub- class, (479) micro class.

7- Weighting System

—The weights were derived from the
(2008/2009) HIEC survey. The weight of
the commodity item is the ratio of the
commodity expenditure to the total of all
consumption expenditure.

—Weights have been calculated at the
level of divisions, Groups, class, cub
class and micro class.

— Given the short time period between the
(2008/2009) HIEC survey and the base
index period in (January 2010), the
survey weights have not been updated.

8- Computation of the Index

The CPI compiled on two steps:
a- The Jevons index formula (a non
weighted geometric mean) is used to

calculate the basic index for the(479)
micro class items as follows:

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9- Replacement:
a. Seasonal Items:

If a product disappeared temporarily
(meaning it will not be available for
pricing again), its price will be imputed
using the short-term relative price
change of a similar item. Due to the
need for having indices for those
products to enable international
comparison. This is done by using the
following formula:

b. Permanent items:

In response to economic change
and varying consumption pattern, some
commodities may disappear permanently
from the market. In such situation, if the
commodity  disappeared for two
consecutive  months, other similar
commodity will be included if there prices
are available for two consecutive months.
